From 27 to 31 May 2007, the Svanda Theatre in Smichov, the “Preslova
9” space and the surrounding streets hosted the international “FARMA
2007” theatre festival prepared under the auspices of Vaclav Havel, Pa-
vel Bém and Eugenio Barba by the Farm in the Cave studio in coopera-
tion with the Svanda Theatre.

The festival presented the works of individuals who share a dynamic
stage presence straddling the line between theatre and other artistic
genres. These artists communicate in their own unmistakable language
created on the basis of individual study of their chosen territories.

One unique feature of the festival was the fact that it offered premiere
performances while at the same time shedding light on the world of
theatre through workshops and lectures by renowned professor Leszek
Kolankiewicz.

The festival included world, European and Czech premieres: ltsi Bitsi
by Denmark’s legendary Odin teatret company, The Last Forecast by
Swedish choreographer Charlotta Ofverholm (who also appeared in the
solo performance Lynn), Mariana Sadovska’s vocal concert “To sing to
remember”, and the latest piece by Argentine dancer and choreogra-
pher Javier Cura and Chilean dancer Leilani Weiss, Los otros nosotros.
Hosting theatre company Farm in the Cave presented three performan-

ces: Sclavi/The Song of an Emigrant, Waiting Room and Work Demo
Celebration/Miniatures, featuring the members and actors of Farm in
the Cave plus festival guests and performers. The world-famous Korean
drumming group Dulsori appeared not only on stage, but also partici-
pated in a street demonstration with Farm in the Cave on the evening
before the festival launch.

The festival was held as part of the project “Searching for Message”
funded in part by a European Union Culture 2000 grant. Other support
came from the City of Prague, the Ministry of Culture and the Prague 5
municipal district.

FRINGE FESTIVAL PRAHA

6" annual theatre festival
27 May — 3 June 2007, Prague

In the six years of its existence, Fringe Festival Praha has grown signifi-
cantly and achieved much recognition for helping to increase Prague’s
cultural “visibility” through its original and diverse programme. In 2007,
the festival spaces in the Lesser Town welcomed 250 artists from Pra-
gue, Bombay, Newcastle, Montreal, Vienna, San Francisco, Montrose
and Caracas, to name just a few. Because of the festival’s increasing po-
pularity, this year’s programme was extended by one day and one night,
and we added two new performance spaces and one new festival club.
Prague audiences could see even more great theatre, music, dance, im-
provisation, pantomime, cabaret, film and children’s performance from
around the world than in previous years. This annual cultural marathon
was again organised with the aim of offering viewers the possibility of
seeing all 41 performances.

Prague’s Fringe Festival is one of roughly 50 festivals of this kind, held in
various parts of the world.
It is based on the same
principles as the Edinburgh
Fringe Festival, which has
been held since the 1960s.
This year Paul Gudgin,
director of the Edinburgh
Fringe Festival, came to
Prague, where he met with

Ladislav Pfimpfl, director of the Czech Cultural Centre in London, and
Steven Gove, the founder and director of the Fringe Festival Praha. To-
gether, they discussed the possibility of independent Czech companies
and groups participating in the Edinburgh Fringe festival.

The Prague Fringe Festival continues to grow in popularity, as can be
seen by visitor numbers — this year, audience figures were 56% higher
than the previous year. Audiences were highly satisfied with both the
quality of performances as well as overall festival organisation.

Fourth annual International Festival
of Cirgue Nouveau, Theatre and Music
20 August — 2 September 2007

The fourth annual Letni Let-
na (“Summer Letnd”) festival
took place from 20 August
to 2 September 2007 at the
traditional site between the
Hanava pavilion and the Kra-
mar Villa in Prague’s Letna
park. This year was marked
by record attendance: more
than 12,000 people (twice
the number last year). The
festival’'s main star was one
of the world’s best new circus
ensembles, Cirque ici, which
presented ten sold out per-
formances. Also, Letni Letna
has now essentially become
the country’s largest festival
of children’s performances and fairytales, with more than 60 (at least
four a day) such performances attended by at least 6,000 children and
their parents. This number does not include free children’s activities such

as painting, mask making, juggling workshops etc. This year’s festival
again was an event for more than just Prague, as could be seen from
the many reports, reviews and other responses in the media. Attracting
much attention were premiere performances prepared for Summer Let-
na — Master and Pupil by the SKUTR directing team and Mad Cup of Tea
by the Krepsko ensemble. Other participating theatre troupes included
Buchty a loutky, Bilbo Compagnie, Stage Code, Teatr Viti MarCika, Tea-
tro Tatro, and Vosto5. Summer Letna thus confirmed that it has struck
out in the right direction — a family and leisure-time event held in pleasant
park surroundings offering high-quality and unique performances for the
broader culture-going public. The festival was held under the auspices
of Mayor Pavel Bém with support from the City of Prague, the Prague 7
municipal district and the Czech Ministry of Culture.

The largest and oldest open-air theatre festival in the Czech Republic,
organised since 1998 by AGENTURA SCHOK, is traditionally held in
Prague from the end of June until mid-September on the summer sta-
ge at Prague Castle’s Burgrave Palace. As in previous years, the 2007
festival featured performances of several Shakespeare plays. The most
anticipated new production was of THE TEMPEST, with Jan Triska as
Caliban and three top Slovak actors (Martin Huba, Dusan Jamrich and
Emil Horvath) alternating in the role of Prospero. Prague audiences were
also treated to a Slovak-Czech staging of AS YOU LIKE IT with Marian
Labuda, Martin Dejdar, Ladislav Hampl and the Norisova sisters. Also on
the programme were repeat performances of the successful stagings
of OTHELLO, TWELFTH NIGHT and THE MERCHANT OF VENICE.
Concurrently with the festival, Prague Castle also again hosted the MA-
XIMUM PHOTOGRAPHY open-air exhibit: this year’s theme, SALOME,
featured the work of lvan Pinkava. In 2007, the festival added another
stage: besides Prague Castle, successful performances were held for
the first time in the picturesque courtyard of the Liechtenstein Palace
at Malostranské nameésti 13, the home of the Music Faculty of the Aca-
demy of Performing Arts. Some 57,000 people attended the festival in
Prague alone.

2007 PRAGUE GERMAN LANGUAGE
THEATRE FESTIVAL

121" annual
8 — 18 November 2007

The 12th annual Prague German Language Theatre Festival was held
8 — 18 November 2007 with the subtitle “Dream and Awakening”. Au-
diences could see 12 different plays on seven Prague stages. Prague
again welcomed well-known theatre personalities, and the festival inclu-
ded performances by Minchner Kammerspiele, Schauspiel Hannover,
Rimini Protokoll and other leading theatres from the German-speaking
world. The 12th annual festival celebrated more than a few successes
with audiences. It is thus only appropriate that we should thank the fes-
tival's dedicated and obliging partners, including the City of Prague and
those Prague theatres which kindly hosted their foreign colleagues.

Last year’s festival was ceremoniously launched at the Theatre of the
Estates with the world premiere of Pavel Kohout’s A Small Mightmusic.
The renowned Rimini Protokoll theatre group presented Karl Marx: Das
Kapital. Volume One. Few creative ensembles are capable of coming up
with a completely new understanding of theatre, and few performances
of recent years have surprised festival audiences as much as this. This
awakening from the dream of the great ideologies of the past century
was followed by a more mythical dream, A Midsummer Night’s Dream.
Klaus Maria Brandauer, one of the greatest actors of his generation,
threw himself into playing each of the play’s characters with absolute
ease, enchanting a filled house. Odén von Horvath’s Faith, Hope, Love,

directed by Stephan Kimmig and performed by the famous Munich en-
semble Minchner Kammerspiele, felt like an actors’ concert. Thanks to
a solid directorial signature and excellent performances, the play was
invited to participate in the prestigious Berliner Theatertreffen. Its Pra-
gue performance fascinated audiences and critics alike. We had to take
a special “theatre excursion” to see another performance by the same
company, Chekhov’s Three Sisters (directed by Andreas Kriegenburg) —
the impressive theatrical scenery is not suited for transport. The visual
and rich staging, which featured excellent performances and great emo-
tions, garnered positive reviews in the Czech media.

The festival closed with a play from Austria, the first staging of Peter
Turrini's My Nestroy, by Vienna’s Theater in der Josefstadt under the
direction of Herbert Fottinger. The main role was played by the excellent
Karl Markovics, known to Czech audiences primarily from movies and
television. Next year’s 13th festival is set to start in the final week of
October 2008.

In 2007, ...pristi vina/next wave... presented several large premieres,
Arabic-inspired drama, and of course an extensive range of fringe the-
atre and other alternatives from all artistic fields, theatre forms and gen-
res. The 14th annual festival was subtitled “...identity 2007...” and over
the course of one week presented almost forty projects, many of them
world premieres. Identity was also the motto of the individual program-
me blocks. More than in last years, the festival focused on overlooked,
ignored, shoved aside, silenced, undervalued and other minorities and
phenomena in our society.

In addition to its traditional venues (Theatre on the Balustrade, NoD
Roxy, Disk Theatre), the festival again appeared on the streets of cen-
tral Prague. At the same time, the festival expanded to Prague’s outer
districts by appearing in two new centres of independent culture: the
recently opened Meet Factory “cultural multiplex” in Smichov and Ho-
leSovice’s La Fabrika. Audiences also had the chance to travel through
Prague with the festival via train.

The festival’s overview of current trends included a wide range of con-
temporary theatre performances: a “Train Opera” by the Agon Orchestra
and Plastic People of the Universe, the dramatically charged Czech Por-
nography by Divadelni studio Tovarna, Brno’s Divadlo v 7 a pUl, street

theatre featuring expressive stylisation (The Alchemist), and international
choreography (Costumes by choreographer Miguel Pereira). Not to be
left out were experimental theatre making use of new technologies (An-
tena group — Easy Tolk) or alternative cabaret (Cervena Fedma).

On Friday, 12 October, the festival awarded the fifth Award for Artistic
Accomplishment in Alternative Theatre in the Last Season, including the
traditional Living Treasure Award, to a selected individual from the inde-
pendent theatre scene. Once again, the award was designed by Petr Nikl.
The festival is organised by the P¥isti vina civic association and HAPPY
END Production, in collaboration with the Prazska scéna publisher and
with support from the Czech Ministry of Culture and the City of Prague.

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CREATIVE AFRICA
— WE ARE ALL AFRICANS

6" Annual African Theatre Festival
4 — 10 March 2007

The multi-continental (not only) theatre festival “Creative Africa, or We are
all Africans” has been held in Prague and other Czech towns (Hradec
Kralové, Liberec, Brno) since 2001. This festival — the only one of its kind
in the Czech Republic and allegedly in all of Eastern Europe — focuses on
contemporary African cultural happenings, in particular theatre, and their
relationships with other continents, especially Europe.

In 2007 the festival was the first to present the important Congolese
playwright Sony Labou Tansi in the Czech Republic, through a series
of get-togethers, the world premiere of an exhibit of previously unseen
photographs, and the Czech premiere of a television production of the
play The Street of Flies.

In cooperation with the festival, the Theatre Institute published the first
Czech translation of Sony’s play Antoine Sold Me His Destiny. Travelling
to the Czech Republic to discuss and lecture about Sony were former
colleagues, collaborators and friends: the author and publisher Caya
Makhélé, actress and author Marie-Leontine Tsibinda, and Monique Blin,
editor and former director of the festival in Limoges. For the first time in
Czech theatre history, the festival initiated a discussion on the role of
Czech Africans on the Czech theatre scene. It also presented the first
theatre performance by Czech Africans in the Czech Republic: Capoeira
or from African and Brazil to Prague. As part of its “off programme”,

the festival promoted a staging including Czech African actors. It also
brought actor (from Peter Brook’s film) and rapper Pitcho Womba Kon-
ga to Prague’s Archa Theatre; his texts appeared in Theatre News and
Labyrint. Being primarily “francophone” in nature (the festival is part of
the annual Days of Francophonie), the festival brought together guests
and participants not only from the Czech Repubilic, but also from France,
Belgium and Canada. In addition, it organised a get-together of festival
guests and students of romance languages from Charles University’s
Philosophical Faculty, as well as informal meetings of Czech authors with
festival guests Monika Blin, editor of Ecritures Vagabondes, and publis-
her Caya Makhélé.

As part of the 2007 Prague Quadrennial, over the course of two weeks
in June the Archa Theatre and the Theatre Institute introduced the public
to the work of one of the most important figures of contemporary world
theatre — American director and theatre academic Anne Bogart, whose
acting and directing methods have changed American acting. Her theory
of acting, which she calls “Viewpoints”, has been adopted by a majority
of art schools. The method is also applied by the Saratoga International
Theatre Institute (SITI), which organised a workshop for young theatre pro-
fessionals in Prague, followed by a performance of the company’s Bob.

The theatre workshop THE ACTOR AS AN ARCHITECT OF SPACE focu-
sed on learning the “Viewpoints” method and the Suzuki acting method.
“Viewpoints” is a unique method for developing actors’ mutual relation-
ships and their sensitivity towards space and time. The workshop, which
was led by Anne Bogart and SITI Company members Will Bond, Ellen

Lauren and Tom Nellis, was intended for theatre professionals — actors,
dancers, performers, directors, stage designers and students of theatre
schools — and culminated in a public performance at the Archa Theatre.
The workshop was accompanied by the release of the first Czech tran-
slation of The Viewpoints Book by Anne Bogart and Tina Landau.

On 15 and 16 June, the Archa Theatre presented a performance of the
SITI Company and Anne Bogart’s by now legendary Bob — a provocative
homage to director and playwright Robert Wilson, whose work combi-
ned American pop culture with great art. The performance is composed
of a collection of interviews and quotations which Wilson provided during
his career. The Prague performance was an exceptional presentation as
part of the Prague Quadrennial, the first time it had been performed sin-
ce 2002. Czech theatre and the Czech public thus had a chance to see
not only the outcomes but above all the methodology applied by one of
the most important personalities in contemporary theatre.

12" festival year
January — April 2007, October — December 2007

The festival’s organiser, the Foibos art agency, divided the festival pro-
gramme into two blocks — one from January to April and the other from
October to December 2007. As usual, the City of Prague was the co-
organiser of the 12th festival year.

Appearing at this year’s festival were the following companies: the
Klicpera Theatre, Hradec Kralové; the ALFA Theatre, Pilsen; the Zlin Mu-
nicipal Theatre; the Drak Theatre, Hradec Krdlové; the National Theatre
in Brno; HaDivadlo Brno; the Brno Municipal Theatre; the Sumperk The-
atre; Central Bohemia Theatre, Kladno; Chamber Theatre Aréna Ostra-
va; the Naive Theatre, Liberec; Divadlo U stolu, Brno; the Slovacké The-
atre, Uherské Hradistg; Polarka Theatre, Brno; Divadlo Radost, Brno;

In addition to the many friends of theatre, the performances were atten-
ded by theatre professionals, critics, actors, and directors — more than
four thousand people in all.

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HONOURING GENIUS

Performance series for seniors
November — December 2007, Bertramka,
Prague

In 2007, the City of Prague became a partner of the unique cultural pro-
ject entitled “Honouring Genius — Performance Series for Seniors”. The
ten theatre performances, which were presented within the authentic
setting of the W. A. Mozart memorial at Bertramka, featured free admis-
sion and were dedicated to Praguers.

The musical play Honouring Genius was prepared by the Prague Original
Musical Theatre on the basis of authentic letters between Leopold Mo-
zart and his son Wolfgang Amadeus. The production featured, among
other music, selections from The Magic Flute, The Marriage of Figaro,
Don Giovanni, Cosi fan tutte and The Abduction from the Seraglio —
all in period adaptations by Mozart’s Czech contemporaries (Jan Kftitel
Kuchar and Jan Vincenc Masek). Appearing in the main role of Leopold
Mozart was the National Theatre’s Alois Svehlik, with appearances by
the soloists of the National Theatre’s opera and the State Opera, and
musical accompaniment by the Arco Collegium string quartet.

The project was created for and dedicated to Prague’s seniors, who
received a letter of invitation from Mayor Pavel Bém. They also received
a gift of an admission ticket to one of the performances, thus providing
them with a cultural experience that many would otherwise find financi-
ally prohibitive. And Prague’s seniors truly took advantage of the offer,
some of them arriving more than an hour before curtain in order to take

in the museum exhibit, enjoy a glass of sparkling wine and reserve the
best seat. A total of 977 people attended the event, and their immediate
response and numerous entries into the theatre’s visitor book testify to
the fact that the organisers’ aim hit its target.

Prague Quadrennial 2007 celebrated its 40th anniversary with a record-
breaking number of 35 000 visitors from more than 70 countries. During
the PQ 07, a total of 51 exhibiting countries presented the best works of
their renowned theatre designers in the fields of stage design, costume
design, lighting and sound design, theatre architecture and puppetry.
The grand prize, the Golden Triga, was awarded to the Russian exposi-
tion for their installation.

The PQ exhibition was accompanied by nearly 500 live events that took
place also in the center of the city of Prague: lectures and presentati-
ons; discussions; performances and installations; costume and fashion
shows; and workshops. The event transformed the city of Prague into
a living stage for a world theatre.

PQ is the largest and most important exhibition of theatre design in the
world and has become a world-renowned cultural event. This so called
stage design Olympics is considered to have the same importance for
theatre designers as the Venice Biennial or Kassel's Documenta for fine
artists. PQ is organized by the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic
and realized by the Arts Institute — Theatre Institute. Several past editions
of the PQ have taken place under the auspices of the President of the

Czech Republic and with the support of UNESCO and the City of Pra-
gue. The next PQ will take place in June 2011.

In recent years, the festival has also opened itself to alternative
forms of dance music and ethnic rhythms. Films, exhibitions, informal
gatherings and other events are an integral part of the festival.

Visitors have the opportunity to become acquainted with minority genres
which, although they are out of the mainstream, are of high artistic qua-
lity and are noted for their creative approaches. The majority of groups
performing at the festival are among the world’s best.

Besides foreign participants and leading domestic acts from the alterna-
tive scene, new and lesser-known groups, which have few opportunities
to present themselves to the general public, are given their own stage.
A panel of experts then selects groups which are then invited to perform
at other Unijazz events.

Summer Festivities of Early Music is the only Early Music Festival in Pra-
gue. ltis appropriate that the music of various periods interpreted by the
best artists in the world should be heard in a place with such a unique
architectural heritage. The festival has earned its privileged position pri-
marily through its original programming policy based on a fresh musical
approach and the presentation of rare productions of baroque theatre
and of renaissance and baroque dance. The main theme of the festival
was that of ‘journeying through time’, not simply within the imaginary
confines of ‘early music’ from the Middle Ages to early romanticism,
but in linking the past with the present. This year's programme com-
prised three thematic series. The first presented French baroque music
and the theatre of Moliere, the second a selection of attractive musical
programmes both in terms of dramaturgy and interpretation and the
third and final series original dance productions. Among the stars of the

This year’s 62nd Prague Spring music festival was inaugurated on
12 May 2007 with the by now traditional concert in the Municipal Hou-
se’s Smetana Hall. The programme featured (also a tradition) BedFich
Smetana cycle of symphonic poems My Country. This year’s perfor-
mance was given by the Czech Philharmonic and chief conductor Zde-
fek Macal. Over the next 28 days, the festival presented 46 concerts,
9 theatre performances and 7 concerts as part of the festival compe-
tition. Concerts and theatre performances were held at 17 locations in
Prague and one outside of town.

One of the festival’s most notable guests was the Finnish Radio Sym-
phony Orchestra, which was celebrating its 75th anniversary. It was with
this orchestra that Finnish composer Jean Sibelius recorded his final
appearance as conductor, when the orchestra’s New Year’s concert at
the 1939 New York World’s Fair was broadcast by radio stations around
the world.

Other anniversaries which we observed in 2007 included the 100th
anniversary of the birth of two important personalities from the Czech
musical scene — Vaclav Trojan and Jifi Srnka. The 62nd Prague Spring
festival thus included pieces by both composers, performed on Thur-
sday 31 May at a concert by the Czech Radio Symphonic Orchestra
which was dedicated to a field into which both Trojan and Srnka invested
a significant amount of their talent and creative energies — film music.
Both composers achieved exceptional successes in this field, including

many domestic and foreign awards and the eternal admiration of several
generations of film and television audiences.

The festival’s closing concert took place on Sunday 3 June 2007 at the
Municipal House with conductor Gennadij Rozhdestvenskij and the Pra-
gue Symphony Orchestra performing works by Lukas Matousek, Otakar
Ostrcil and Antonin Dvorak.

The RESPECT concerts, presenting musically challenging world music
bands not yet discovered by the Czech audiences, gained a high credit
as pioneering event. The first year of Respect festival, focusing on Gypsy
styles, predated the future trend of Balkan brass bands and speciali-
zed Gypsy/Roma festivals. Since its beginning Respect helped to pave
the road for now quite common world music events organized by other
promoters, but its programming keeps Respect's competitors in safe
distance. There's also a humanistic aspect: the event maps music born
in struggle in the conflict areas and also the endangered traditions. One
example: Sidi Goma, a band from the African diaspora in India, were
a top attraction of the Respect Plus programme. The fact that most of
the performers earn important international prizes the year they appear
at Respect is not a mere chance but a result of thoughtful programming.
In 2007, Respect Festival celebrated it's 10th anniversary, and during it‘s
first decade the event gained a steady following and high credit with its
international peers.

The first year was organised in 2002, and althou-
gh it was originally intended as a one-time event, the festival had such
a strong impact that the benefits of holding the Gathering of Drummers
as a regular event were clear. The project’s musical backers are Pavel
Fajt and Alan Vitous, two of the most recognised Czech musicians. This
year’s festival included performances by, among others, Pavel Fajt, Milos

Vacik, Alan Vitous, Stépan Smetadek, Mohamed Bangoura (Australia),
Ondfrej Smeykal, Yumiko (Japan) and Ephraim Goldin (Canada). The aim
of Gathering of Drummers is to encourage professional Czech musicians
to meet and work together, and also to introduce them to foreign ar-
tists. Gathering of Drummers is different from conventional festivals that
there is nothing like it in all of Europe — something confirmed by festival
audiences, music experts and the participating musicians themselves.
Thanks to its philosophy, dramaturgy and especially its vision, Gathering
of Drummers — which has made Prague its home — has left an indelible
mark on Europe’s musical map.

16" International Festival of Religious Art

Our beautiful city — generous host of muses and artists of all genres and
boasting a unique genius loci — is happy to resume its age-old traditions.
Religious music is an inherent part of the spiritual roots of our history,
born out of the natural coexistence of many different European cultures.
For the sixteenth year now, the St. Wenceslas Festival has held a unique
place among the diverse range of Prague musical festivals.

This year’s opening concert presented the world premiere — exactly fifty
years after its creation — of Jan Klusak’s Small Morning Mass for chil-
dren’s choir and small orchestra.

This year’s traditional excursion outside of Prague, which always attracts
great interest from participants, was to the Zeliv monastery, where the
Harmonia delectabilis ensemble performed several works from the mo-
nastery’s extensive musical collection.

This instrument’s sound and
technical capabilities have
been compared to those of
the human voice. Renowned
English soprano Nicki Ken-

nedy — a regular guest at concerts and opera performances throughout
Europe — gave an excellent performance, as did Petr Wagner, who has
performed at European festivals and has collaborated with many excel-
lent musicians.

The festival’s traditional closing concert took place within the beauti-
ful interior of the church of St. Nicholas in Prague’s Lesser Town. The
concert — which featured W. A. Mozart’s Te Deum and his celebrated
Exsultate, jubilate as well as Beethoven’s Mass in C major — attracted
a large audience. The Czech Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra and the
Czech Philharmonic Choir of Brno, one of Europe’s most sought-out
professional ensembles, provided a dignified conclusion to another suc-
cessful festival, which has found its distinct place in Prague’s autumn
musical life.

Awarded films of the 3rd Prague Short Film Festival 2007: The main
prize, and 5,000 euros, went to French director Valentin Potier’s Tony
Zoreil. The jury also awarded two Special Jury Mentions, one to The
Saddest Boy in the World by Canadian director Jamie Travis, and the
second to Tanghi Argentini by Belgian Guido Thyse. The well deserved
Audience Award went to Spider, a black comedy by Australian director

Every year, DAYS OF EUROPEAN FILM presents films which are repre-
sentative of contemporary European cinema, thus allowing audiences to
find out what is new European fimmaking. The festival — which shows
more than 40 feature films in more than 120 screenings — is the only film
event to show exclusively European films. The festival is geared both
towards local film audiences as well as the large number of foreign resi-
dents of the Czech Republic (most films are shown in their original ver-
sion with English subtitles, and all films feature simultaneous interpreting
into Czech). Numerous foreign and domestic flmmakers come to show
their films in person. Meetings with filmmakers are very popular among
audiences, and the guests highly appreciate the open and friendly at-
mosphere at these get-togethers. The festival also includes traditional
accompanying events: In Prague, there was (twice) a “Marathon of Eu-
ropean Film”, an all-night weekend screening of five films, plus a round-
table discussion (this year on the subject of “Economic incentives in the
film industry in different European countries — What can we learn?”); and
in Brno there was a workshop for the “Film and School” project.
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The festival has been organised for fourteen years by the embassies
and cultural institutes of current and future EU member states, the City
of Prague and the Ministry of Culture, with the support of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, the Brno cultural centre, the City of Brno, the European
Commission Representation in the Czech Republic and Eurimages. As
in every year, the festival was held under the auspices of the mayors of
Prague and Brno.

The 14th annual Days of European Film recorded relatively high viewer
interest and showed that similar events can attract a Czech audience.
In 2008, the 15th annual festival of contemporary European film will take
place from 17 to 29 April in Prague and 25 to 30 April in Brno.

By the festival’s fourteenth year,
however, its total number of visitors had grown to 71,109 people — with
audiences at accompanying events, at regional screenings (10 Bohe-
mian and Moravian towns) and in Slovakia, the total number of visitors
reaches 120,000. The festival showed some 272 films from 62 countries
at Prague’s Village Cinemas at Andél.

cha Theatre. A record of almost 10,000 people visited the festival, and
many screenings, in particular screenings of films in competition, were
sold out. The premiere of the Irish flm Once, starring Glen Hansard and
Markéta Irglova, attracted much attention from the mainstream media as
well (this was the first time in the festival’s history that we added extra
screenings), as did their concert at the Lucerna. Also not to be outdo-
ne were films about Kurt Cobain, Dean Reed, Eugene Hutz, street art
and hip hop. Festival highlights included a concert by Fred Frith and fri-
ends at the Archa Theatre and a screening of the silent film Maja babuska
with live musical accompaniment by the Beth Custer Ensemble at the
Lucerna. The fims presented at this year's MOFFOM festival came from
20 different countries from all continents, including the Asia/Pacific region.
The MOFFOM festival was attended by directors, producers and journa-
lists from 21 countries, including 13 EU states. The festival also saw the
founding of the Association of Music Film Festivals under the initiative of
MOFFOM. The founding meeting was attended by representatives from
Germany, France, Poland, Croatia, Belgium, Canada, Korea and the Uni-

The festival’s greatest attraction was Canada’s
Compagnie Marie Chouinard, one of the world’s most interesting and
provocative dance ensembles. Artistic director and choreographer Marie
Chouinard is a living legend of contemporary dance on a par with Bill T.
Jones, Wiliam Forsythe, Ohad Naharin and Merce Cunningham. Her
highly original style has earned her many prestigious awards such as
the Bessie Award, the Prix Jean A. Chalmers de chorégraphie and the
Artist Lifetime Achievement Award. Her troupe presented two evenings,
each with a different programme: on 6 June at the Karlin Music Theatre
and on 14 June at Prague’s SAZKA ARENA, where the company’s “The
Rite of Spring” was performed with rare live musical accompaniment by
the Czech Radio Symphonic Orchestra. Both evenings were completely
sold out. In addition to Compagnie Marie Chouinard, audiences could
see Denmark’s popular Granhoj Dans or attend European Dance Labo-
ratory evenings with young progressive choreographers. Other locations
in Prague which hosted TANEC PRAHA were the Archa Theatre the fes-
tival’s headquarters at the Ponec Theatre. Besides Prague, the festival
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visited six other cities — Brno, Ceské Budgjovice, Cesky Krumlov, Os-
trava, Pardubice and Tabor. The festival was attended by many notable
individuals from the worlds of culture and politics, such as Czech first
lady Livie Klausova, Minister of Culture Vaclav Jehlicka, Deputy Minister
of Culture Adolf Toman, Prague councillor for culture and sports Milan
Richter and the ambassadors of most participating countries or their
representatives.

Not just music and film but literature, too, has its famous festivals. It is truly
satisfying that the international Prague Writers’ Festival is one of the five
most illustrious in the world and that it has its home in the Czech capital.
The festival’s founder and president, poet Michael March, is always clear
about what each year’s theme will be. In 2007 he decided to honour
those writers who inspired the Dada movement and contributed to the
birth of the avant-garde and just possibly to changing the course of
modern history.

The 17th festival year was inaugurated in a non-traditional manner — with the
opening of the first Dada exhibit in the Czech Republic. On 3 June 2007,
Mayor Pavel Bém opened the international week of literature at Prazska
plyndrenska’s Galerie Smecky, welcoming to Prague many assorted writers,
journalists, artists, publishers and experts from the literary world.

The focal point of the festival’s literary matinees are discussions and author
readings. This year’s participants were: E. L. Doctorow (USA), Gary Snyder
(USA), Elena Stefoi (Romania), Arnon Grunberg (the Netherlands), A. B. Yeho-
shua (Israel), Aleksandar Hemon (Bosnia/USA), James Meek (Great Britain),
Peter Stephan Jungk (Austria), Miloslav Topinka, Pavel Reznitek and Ludvik
Kundera (Czech Republic), Michigan University professor Jindfich Toman, the
curator of the exhibition “DADA EAST? Romanians in the Cabaret Voltaire”
Adrian Notz, Swedish literary scholar Tom Sandqyist, programme director of
the Salzburg Seminars Edward Mortimer, New York University in Prague di-
rector Jifi Pehe, and Oxford University professor Jim Naughton.

Each year’s festival has an original look and non-traditional website de-
sign. Because it has great international esteem, the festival has also been
able to attract a foreign media sponsor, Britain’s The Guardian newspa-
per. Seventeen years of existence in Prague also means seventeen years
of contemporary world literature. Among the five hundred distinguished
authors who have accepted an invitation to visit the Prague Writers’ Fes-
tival in the past are: William Styron, Susan Sontag, Lawrence E. Ferling-
hetti, Hans Magnus Enzensberger, Salman Rushdie, Gore Vidal, Robert
Menasse, and Michael Cunningham, and Nobel Prize winners Harold
Pinter, Wole Soyinka, Nadine Gordimer, and José Saramago.

The festival is a living organism, a place for the meeting of cultures,
a place of communication. It is administered by an endowment fund
which supports a broad range of cultural, artistic and educational ac-
tivities such as exhibits, contests for young beginning writers, author
readings, book publishing and educational programmes.

From 21 to 27 May 2007, the Art Prague contemporary art fair was held
for the sixth time.

For the first time ever, this forum for
the meeting of viewpoints presented aboriginal art by Australia’s original
inhabitants, brought to the fair by an Australian gallery.

The fair was held at two locations in the centre of Prague. With one
admission ticket, visitors could browse through some 3,000m2 of art in
just a short period of time and could take in original works from almost
all artistic fields — paintings, drawings, prints, sculpture, photography, art
glass, installations, outdoor projects, etc. The accompanying program-
me included discussion panels, lectures and night-time gallery visits.
Art Prague has by now joined the ranks of other foreign art fairs. The
quality of the works presented by the individual galleries has increased
with every year, their programme is clearly defined, and visitors thus
can easily select the style which they are most interested in. In its brief
existence, the art fair has become a must-see annual event for all art
lovers — collectors, academics, students, artists, businessmen, foreign
tourists, and even neophytes who are just beginning to learn about cur-
rent trends, particularly in painting.

The participating galleries’ programme is always available in a bilingual
catalogue containing a wide range of images. Another attraction is the
annual presentation of art magazines: Art&Antique, Labyrint, Revolver
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Revue, the French magazine Artension from Lyon and Germany’s Ver-
nissage Galerien from Heidelberg.

The already fourth year of ten-year series exhibitions InterCity: Berlin-
Praha in October 2007 was dedicated to graphic art and drawings. After
the preceding exhibitions dealing with the confrontation of Berlin and
Prague /outreaching to Czech and German/ painting, photography and
design of young artists, the conceptual author of the whole project, Jo-
sef Vomacka, decided to invite sixteen outstanding artists excelling in
the graphic techniques and artistic drawing to a common exhibition. Its
logic connection with the International Triennial of Graphic Art organised
by the Inter-Kontakt-Grafik Association and held at the Czech Museum
of Fine Arts led to an interesting and original exposition of Bodo Korsiga,
a German artist living and creating in New York, placed in the Small
Exhibition Hall of Manes. The Berlin part of the exhibition was conce-
ived by its curator Vera Krickhahn as a diversified selection of authors

who, rather than sticking to classical techniques, prefer the media that
paradoxically are not related to graphic art at a first glance. Thus the
embroidered graphics/screens of Sybille Hotz were juxtaposed with the
moving pictures of Phillipe Hennevogl, the Performance in Flower and
Poppy Seed was prepared by Lilla von Puttkamer and the walls were co-
vered with spider stickers by Harriet Gross ... The curator of the Prague
part Petr Vanous also highlighted the expansion into space (the wall, an
object) and the possibilities of reproduction outside the fixed forms and
materials (video). He presented notable names of current artistic sce-
ne (e.g. Jan Kaléb, Lukas Machalicky, Jakub Svéda, lvana Stenclova...)
and exercised the freedom of choice from classical drawing via street
art to three-dimensional objects, installations and video-installations.
A small-size catalogue was published for the exhibition that is going to
be re-installed at Saarlandische Galerie in Palast am Festungsgraben,
Berlin from 1st May 2008 to 14th June 2008.

The Designblok is an annual fair of novelties in the world of design orga-
nised in form of independent exhibitions as well as presentations in the
natural environment of sales points and galleries. Events at individual
sites are organized by different entities which ensure the originality of
presentations as well as the diversity of the whole fair. The Designblok
comprises of an additional programme focused on presentation of young
design and its confrontation within the region of Central Europe.

The Designblok ‘07 was attended by almost 25,000 visitors and only the
Superstudio of Desigblok attended 17,000 visitors. The Designblok ‘07,
Tour de Design introduced 177 events at 60 different locations all over
the Prague — exhibitions, presentations of new pieces, fashion shows
and cocktail parties. Designblok ‘07 had 158 participants, 60 prestigious
furniture showrooms and fashion boutiques, 8 galeries, 21 fashion desi-
gners and 69 designer studios and independent designers, including the
5 schools of design. The main spots were at the already design known
parts — design ,zones" of the city such as: Holesovice, Karlin, Nove Mes-
to, Stare Mesto and Vinohrady. The acompanying programme, concen-
trated traditionally in the “Designblok Superstudio”, was located in the
old CKD factory hall, Thamova street, Karlin.

A traditional annual guide to Prague design — Design Guide 2008 — was
published; it lists tips for design shops as well as galleries, stylish re-
staurants and cafés.

Within the fair, a “Professionals‘Day” took place which focused on Mar-
keting and Design.

Both Czech and foreign experts discussed the issues related to establishing
a design brand on the market and marketing design in both local and global
markets. The aim of the event is to further the exchange of experiences
between specialists in the field of design and facilitate encounters between
the leading figures in trade, industry, creativity, and theory and their repre-
sentatives in the field, more than forty of whom were present at the confe-
rence, mostly from the Czech Republic, Italy, Austria and Germany.

The Mezi ploty festival is one of the most distinctive and expansive ar-
tistic festivals in the Czech Republic, held not only in Prague, but also
in Brno and Pilsen. It is also unique from an international perspective,
since we know of no other festival in the world of similar size and focus
which takes place inside a psychiatric institute. The festival programme
is dominated by theatre and music, but also leaves room for visual art
and other artistic disciplines.

Mezi ploty uniquely combines commercial success with a social mission.
This originally small-scale event has become the most visited cultural
event in the Czech Republic. Its organisers have succeeded in creating
a project with a social mission while also boasting large visitor numbers.
The STEM agency assessed Mezi ploty as the most successful cultural
project in the city of Prague. Each year, the festival is visited by around
30,000 people. The festival thus highlights one highly positive Czech
characteristic — empathy and support.

The objective of the Mezi ploty festival is to “open the doors” of psychi-
atric institutes so that the public may change its false picture of people
with mental illness. The festival allows handicapped artists to perform
in front of the general public together with professional artists. It makes
no differences between artists with a handicap and others. All perform
under the same conditions.

From the beginning, proceeds from ticket sales have been dedicated to
the Bohnice institute — with the festival’s expansion, they go to additional
institutes in other towns as well.

Prague section of the 16th annual Mezi ploty festival was held 26 and
27 May 2007, featuring more than 120 theatre and music groups on 28

stages.

This year's festival was attended by around 5,000 people at concerts at
the "U Hasi¢l” theatre, the gala programme at the Vinohrady Theatre,
at St. Salvator, and around 10,000 people on Namésti Miru, Palacky
Square and Old Town Square.

AUTO*MAT - HAVE A NEW EXPERIENCE

WITH YOUR TOWN 2007 AND WALK PARADE
September 16 — 22, 2007, Prague

This year, also thanks to the support of the City of Prague, the second year of the
Have a New Experience with Your Town Project was held on 16-22 September
of 2007 on the occasion of the celebration of the European Mobility Week.

In preparing the project, we took on the same principles as in the last
year. We sought to offer a rich programme incorporating education on
sustainable transportation, cultural experience and unusual use of the city
space and its surroundings. Several cultural and environmental organisati-
ons participated in the preparation of the programme, among them namely
Motus and Oziveni initiatives, under the heading of Auto*Mat. Other invol-
ved organisations included Prazske Matky, the Forman Brethren Theatre,
Svetozor Cinema, Municipality of Praha 12 and the Partnership Foundati-
on, together with many individuals volunteering in project.

The key programme this year was an afternoon event called Walk Parade,
introducing the European Mobility Week on Sunday, 16 September 2007.
Passage among paper car models, practice of slow walk on the crossing
or a training in non-verbal communication with the drivers — each of these
staged situations referred with a slightly absurd tone to pedestrians, being
in straits in moving through the town. The Walk Parade was visited by over
150 spectators, including many families with children.

This, however, was just a beginning — the Have a New Experience with Your
Town Festival took the whole week. The Forman Brethren Theatre was again
involved in the programme with sailing their Mystery Boat, which saw a great
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interest from the travellers, especially families with children. A new tradition
could be the projection of flms on cycling in Monday’s Documentary Club
at the Svetozor cinema. Students from Gymnasium Postupicka joined in the
programme and rode their bikes to school on Wednesday, 19 September
to also formally join in the Safe Roads to Schools programme focused on
the survey and modification of school environment in respect of road safety.
Professionals were invited for Tuesday’s guided ride in Praha 7 which com-
mented upon suitable and unsuitable traffic solutions for cyclists. The pro-
gramme climaxed with Saturday’s cycling tour, held traditionally to mark the
World Carfree Day (22 September). The cycling tour, with the slogan “Ride
with Us!”, commenced on the Old Town Square and continued through the
Prague City Motorway to Smetanovo Embankment, where World Carfree
Day was held. The ride was attended by over 2000 cyclists which was a re-
cord attendance for Prague. The whole action’s message was to show how
the ever-present car traffic affects our mentality and the possibilities of using
the town’s space. Is there still any place for pedestrians left?

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NIGHT OF PRAGUE LEGENDS
CELEBRATING THE 650™ ANNIVERSARY
OF THE CORNER-STONE

OF CHARLES BRIDGE

8 — 9 July 2007, Kfizovnické namesti, Prague

Charles Bridge is a unique world-famous monument, a symbol of me-
dieval Bohemia and old Prague and a mix of artistic and architectural
styles of the past. According to the chronicler Benesch of Weitmuhl,
the bridge’s corner-stone was laid on 9 July 1357 near the church of St.
Clement in Prague’s Old Town — the exact location of today’s Kfizovnické
namesti (Square of the Knights of the Cross), where the 650th anniver-
sary of the laying of the corner-stone was celebrated.

Night of Prague Legends was launched at midnight from 8 to 9 July
2007 by the arrival of Zito the magician riding a rooster-drawn carriage
from the Lesser Town to the Old Town. At this magic moment, the sta-
tues on the bridge and figures of Prague legends on the square came to
life and told their tales all night long. Audiences were treated to staged
performances of old Prague legends. Architect OndFej Sevcll narrated
a laser tour of the eastern side of the Old Town Bridge Tower and astro-
nomer Zdislav Sima described its astronomical and astrological signifi-
cance. The all-night programme included expert talks on various topics
associated with the history of the bridge. All night long, other activities
on the square included performances by historical fencing and theatre
groups. Jugglers, craftsmen and musicians added to the medieval Pra-
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gue atmosphere.

The night culminated in
a procession of knights
which passed across Char-
les Bridge from the Lesser
Town to the Old Town. The
entourage was headed by
Mayor Pavel Bém and was
met under the Old Town
Bridge Tower by Grand Master of the Knights of the Cross with the
Red Star, P. Jifi Kopejsko, playing the role of medieval bridge-master. At
exactly 5:31 a.m., Mayor Pavel Bém and Grand Master of the Knights of
the Cross with the Red Star, P. Jifi Kopejsko, presided over the ceremo-
nial hammering of the corner-stone. The celebrations were concluded by
a mass for Charles Bridge at the church of St. Francis of Assisi.
