In the year 2011 the Smichov venue offered its spectators a suc-
cession of diverse events and theatrical productions specially
created to commemorate the 130th anniversary of Svandovo
Theatre.

As a first gift for our audience we prepared the release of

a movie entitled “Smichov is Crying, Brooklyn is Sleeping” made

Dodo Gombar. The movie's premiere was on 1 October, the
same date the theatre’s Opening Day was held exactly 130 years
agoin 1881.

The anniversary celebrations con-
tinued in the autumn with a vernis-
sage for a new painting called
,Smichov’, by Antonin Sttizek,
which was made as part of the “Art
Wall” project. The festive pro-
gramme culminated with the world
premiere of an original cabaret
“Smichoff/on". In the Studio venue,
a new playwriting series called
“The Law is Coming Now" began,
presenting new Czech work drawn
from a competition organised by
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Svandovo Theatre.
The modern variations
on old stories present
the Old Testament
from a contemporary
point of view. The first
production from this
series was a play by
Barbora Hancilova
“KAl/ ABE 2011%,
which was staged by
Petr Stindl on 12 No-
vember 2011.

The Czech premiere of the contemporary Danish comedy “The
Builders” was also a part of the celebration. The production was
directed by Daniel Hrbek, who is carrying on the successful
tradition of Scandinavian drama on the Smichov stage.

Fringe Festival Praha is unique in the cultural calendar of the

city due to the sheer scale and diversity of the works and the
informal, marathon-style theatre-going atmosphere. With
almost 200 performances staged from early evening to midnight
over a 9-day period in a variety of venues in 2011, audiences had
the choice of 32 performances per night with the idea that they
could manage to see three or four shows per day.

8th annual International Festival of Cirque Nouveau and Theatre | 21 August — 4 September 2011, Letna Park
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For the eighth year in a row, the area around
Hanava Pavilion and Kramar villa at Letna
Park was turned into a festival site, a lively
area full of circus tents and open-air stages
offering new circus, movement theatre,
shows for kids and workshops of circus and
visual arts. From August 21st to September
4th the festival presented major names of
the international new circus scene as well as
outstanding Czech companies. Altogether,
the festival welcomed as many as 28 000
enchanted and satisfied spectators. The
festival shows received great critical acclaim
from the media.

Letni Letna presented a number of Czech
companies and artists, among them
Cirkus Mlejn, VOSTO5, Spitfire Company,
Anna Polivkova, Teatr Viti Marcika, Bilbo

Compagnie, Sacra Circus or Circus LeGrando.

Furthermore, the festival premiered a new
piece created in cooperation between Alena
Dittrichova, a dancer and performer, and
Studio DAMUZA: a Czech-Portuguese co-
production project entitled Madrugada /Till
Dawn, which worked with many new circus

elements. A special
programme called
Night of Comedians
was hand-tailored
for Letni Letna by
Vita Mar¢ik, Vojta
Vrtek, Zdenék
Vi¢ek and Kristyna
Vi¢kova. ANPU
Theatre presented
their Forbidden
Chamber, a show
inspired by the French story of Bluebeard. The piece R.I.P,
created by the company ProjectWINGS, then took the audience
to the world of tap dance.

A traditional and important part of the festival consists of shows
for kids. The eighth edition offered as many as five a day.

For the second time in a row the festival organized a programme

creating puppets and masks, painting, performing on stage or
funambulism. The festival also hosted an international forum on
the present situation of new circus in Europe: it was held in co-
operation with Cirqueon - Centre for New Circus.

Summer Shakespeare Festival 2011

Open-air theatre festival | 23 June - 4 September 2011

The tradition of the biggest and the oldest theatre festival under
the open sky in Europe has passed the twenty-year mark. The
inception of this festival was initiated by President Vaclav Havel.
At the beginning of the 1990s he opened the Prague Castle for
artists and cultural events in order to entice the general public
to come to the Castle.

This famous theatre festival, focused on presenting the plays of
William Shakespeare, was successful again in summer 2011. The
festival was visited by
81 thousand people,
more than half of
this number visiting
a performance in
Prague.

The most eagerly
awaited play was
the premiere of the
comedy Taming

of the Shrew with
Tatiana Wilhelmova,
Roman Zach, David
Novotny and Vojtéch
Dyk, which became
the smash hit of the
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whole summer
theatre season.

People also
attended the
other titles: the
comedy Merry
Wives of Windsor
with Bolek
Polivka and Simona Stasova directed by Jifi Menzel, the play
Henry IV with Jan Dolansky and Ladislav Mrkvicka, the famous
love story Romeo and Juliet with Tereza Docekalova, Marek
Holy and Jitka Smutn3, the tragedy Macbeth with Veronika
Freimanova or the drama Antony and Cleopatra performed by
a highly talented Slovak cast.

The newly produced Czech-Slovak comedy Measure for Measure
with Martin Trnavsky and Ivana JireSovd also earned the
appreciation of the audience and the critics.

12th International Exhibition of Performance Design and Space | 16-26 June 2011

At the latest Prague Quadrennial, over 50 000 spectators visited
more than 15 000 m? of exhibitions consisting of installations,
photo exhibitions, videos and live performances, and more than
500 events, workshops, performances, presentations, lectures
and discussions.

The 12th edition of the Prague Quadrennial in 2011 presented
work from a record number of 61 participating countries within
the competitive exhibitions. The international jury awarded

the Golden Triga 2011 to Brazil’s exhibition in the Section of
Countries and Regions.

The Prague Quadrennial also
included special projects for
costume design, called Extreme
Costume, and for lighting and
sound design, called Sound/
Light, to strengthen these specific
scenographic fields. For the first
time in the history of the Prague
Quadrennial a prize in sound
design was awarded, addressing
the importance of sound design
within the contemporary
performance.
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A special outdoor
performing exhibition,
Intersection: Intimacy
& Spectacle, addressed
interdisciplinary,
experiential, and
participatory aspects of
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contemporary performance design.

The Architecture Section focused on exploration of performance
space beyond the traditional theatre building, including an
exhibition, workshops, lectures, and projections, and took place
in the stimulating space of the Church of St Anne’s.

A large part of the Prague Quadrennial 2011 was dedicated

to students. This portion of the PQ was called Scenofest. It
encompassed workshops, presentations, and performances
organized in cooperation with OISTAT, and gathered hundreds
of students and young professionals from all around the world
working with scenography, theatre, architecture, performance,
design and visual arts.

The PQ for Children project involved more than 3000 children
who brought their own exhibits for the Cabinet of Curiosities
installation or took part in the adventurous journey through the
international exhibition.

The last section of the 6th
festival was a retrospective of the most interesting films from
Accelerator — Melbourne International Film Festival.

distribution company Ivo Andrle, photographer and author of
the festival design Vaclav Jirdsek and programmer of the Namur
International French-language Film Festival in Belgium Anne-
Francoise Reynolds.

The Main Prize and 5 000 euro was awarded to The Cage (Colivia)
by the Romanian director Adrian Sitaru. The first Special Mention
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went to Thai director Visra Vichit-Vadakan and her film In Space
(Soonyakat) and the second Special Mention to Jenny and the
Worm directed by lan Clark. The British film / Love Luci by Colin
Kennedy took the Audience Award.

The One World festival has become the largest human rights
film festival in the world. In March 2011, more than one hundred
thousand visitors attended the 13th year of the event. People

in Prague and 33 other towns in the Czech Republic had the
opportunity to watch 104 documentary films from 43 coun-
tries. A new category called New Media Changing Society was
launched, awarding campaigns using the newest communica-
tion technologies.

The festival has also begun to address film professionals; this
year, a new East Doc Platform was organized for them by the
Institute of Documentary Film aiming to support production
and distribution of East European documentary films. One World
2012 is to be held on 6 - 15 March 2012 in Prague, followed by
another 40 Czech and Moravian towns. The festival is organized
by People in Need under the auspices of the Deputy Prime Min-
ister and Minister of Foreign Affairs Karel Schwarzenberg, the
Minister of Culture Alena Hanakov4, and the Mayor of Prague
Bohuslav Svoboda.

The Queer Film Festival Mezipatra is a specialized film
competition, the intention of which is to show the general
public world class cinematography that reflects current socials
issues. Every year it presents around one hundred films in
both competitive and non-competitive categories, from
documentaries to short films to feature-length movies, which

are not typically available in Czech cinemas.

The Mezipatra festival was created in 2000
with the goal of providing the majority
population a nudge to discover lesbian,
bisexual and transgender culture. Members
of the Brno-based STUD association created
a festival, then under the name Rainbow over
Brno, to focus on the lifestyle of individual
minorities, their personalities and history,
and thereby help the minority integrate itself
into the general public perceptions. Since
2003 this international film competition has
expanded to Prague and is gradually gaining
in popularity within this community as one
of the most significant cultural and social
events. Over its 12 years this festival has
been attended by almost 100 000 viewers.
Feedback provided by attendees of previous
events suggests that the visitors are evenly
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split between heterosexuals and homosexuals. This also
motivated the change in its title from gay and lesbian to the
queer film festival.

The festival gave out three awards: the jury award for the Best
Feature Length Film, the student award for the Best Short Film,
and the Viewer’s Choice Award.

19th year of The International Music Festival | 19-26 November 2011

Alternativa is the most extensive alternative music festival in the
Czech Republic. Since 1993 the festival has provided a platform
for exceptional projects with an original approach to musical
genres and has made a regular contribution to mapping the
contemporary music scene at home and abroad. Alternativa
2011 introduced 29 projects involving outstanding artists from
nine countries, all interconnected through their common search
for new techniques and creative approaches. What's more, in
what now has become something of a tradition, the festival

was not confined to the walls of the venues but all concerts,
including a performance in the arcade, were broadcast live on
the internet.

The festival’s diverse program in 2011 included artists such

as the Akron/Family from the USA and duo Danielle de

Picciotto and Alexander Hacke (Einstiirzende Neubauten),

who introduced their latest records; one evening was devoted
to the fifth anniversary of the opening of Czech independent
music publishing house Poli5; festival-goers had a chance to see
German alternative scene legends FM Einheit (ex Einstlirzende
Neubauten) and Hans Joachim Irmler (Faust); in addition to their
performance at the festival, Israeli group Kruzenshtern i Parohod
also managed to tour the Czech Republic; experimental
musicians Fernando Perales (Argentina) and George

Cremashi (USA/CZ) collaborated in a unique project; Mikolas
Chadima’s MCH Band, accompanied by outstanding German
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singer Mona Mur, performed texts by German dissident poet
Juirgen Fiichs set to music in a special festival project (marking
the sixtieth anniversary of the poet’s birth).

Some smaller, more intimate performances were also organised
at the Unijazz reading room where, among other things, visitors
have the chance of meeting the artists in person, something
which is greatly appreciated.

The festival’s mission is to put Czech audiences
in direct contact with the music currently being composed
worldwide. The festival sets itself apart through its ambitious
dramaturgy encompassing non-traditional, progressive trends
which, while forming the backbone of the West European new
music scene, are little-known in the Czech Republic. Contempuls
builds upon superlative performers, primarily inviting renowned
foreign specialised ensembles and soloists.

Over the four years of the festival’s existence, the La Fabrika
venue in the Hole3ovice neighbourhood of Prague has played
host to such stars as the Arditti String Quartet, Klangforum Wien,
ensemble recherche, MusikFabrik and many other distinguished
artists. The festival has presented dozens of Czech premieres of
pieces by leading composers whose works had not previously
been performed live in Prague. With a certain degree of
hyperbole, it may be said that the festival has managed to put
the Czech capital back on the map of European contemporary
classical music festivals and to present the Prague public with

a realistic as well as attractive picture of contemporary composers’
thinking.

The festival also aims to stimulate the domestic scene, above all
by means of commissioning pieces from Czech composers. From
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the very beginning, Contempuls has attracted a diverse audi-
ence, mainly comprising those interested in minority musical
genres, fine art, experimental theatre and dance, non-commercial
cinematography, etc.

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The international music festival
Summer Festivities of Early
Music (SFEM), with its special
emphasis on music, dance and
theatre of the 13th through

18th century is the only festival
of historical performing arts
organised in Prague. Since its
establishment in 2000 it has
become acknowledged for its
carefully prepared, thematic
programming and for the high
level of performance guaranteed
by some of the foremost
specialists from across the world.
Owing to the presentation of
interdisciplinary projects which
combine period music with
Baroque dance and theatre,

the festival is unique among
early-music festivals not only in
the Czech Republic, but in the
whole of Central Europe. One of
the main prerogatives of SFEM
is the emphasis on the historical
authenticity of performance and

its interconnection with historically and stylistically relevant
architecture. The venues in which the festival programmes
traditionally take place include the Troja Chateau, the Bfevnov
Monastery or St. Agnes Cloister and various attractive locations
at the Prague Castle.

The programme of the 2011 festival, subtitled “Festa!’, addressed
the essential function of music in history as an intrinsic part of
various secular as well as religious festivals and ceremonies.
Seven festival programmes offered a varied assortment of
typical court and liturgical festivals recreated through various
themes such as Spanish renaissance music, the influence of

the 18th-century Venetian compositional styles on musicians
working at the courts in Vienna and Dresden, celebratory music
from Peru, and Louis XIV's court festivities in Versailles. The
highlights of the festival were the performance of Les Lunaisiens
from France, the appearance of the German soprano Dorothee
Mields and of the cornetto virtuoso Doron Sherwin from
Canada.

To judge by audience reactions and reviews in the press and
other media, the 66th year of the Prague Spring International
Music Festival may be regarded as an exceptional success. The
beginning alone, in the form of both opening concerts, went very
well. Under the baton of Jifi Bélohlavek the hundred-and-thirty-
member strong Symphony Orchestra of the Prague Conservatory
added a special charm and youthful energy to the traditional
performance of Smetana’s Md viast.
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As at last year’s festival, this year the Gustav Mahler double-
jubilee celebrations formed part of the core programme line.
The attention of the public and the media, including regional
dailies, focused above all on the concert at Prague’s O2 Arena,
which presented the composer’s Symphony of a Thousand with
subsequent reprises in Hamburg and Hanover.

A rare consensus in superlatives also followed the performances
of all the guest symphony orchestras from abroad. Immediately
after Mahler’s Eighth, the San Francisco Orchestra appeared in
two concerts. In line with general expectations, the climax of
the informal tournament of international guest orchestras was
the closing concert featuring the Berlin Philharmonic with its
legendary conductor Sir Simon Rattle.

In competition with the orchestras from abroad we should also
mention the successful appearances by domestic orchestras,
headed by the Czech Philharmonic. The latter not only
contributed to the excellent Mahler “mega concert” but shone at
its own evening concert with conductor Pinchas Steinverg and
pianist lvo Kahanek.

One enriching contrast to the usual concert programmes was the
original musical moritat, The Infernal Comedy which featured the
Hollywood star John Malkovich in a dramatic role, two excellent
sopranos and the Vienna Academy, directed by Martin Haselbock.

The RESPECT concerts, presenting musically challenging world
music bands not yet discovered by Czech audiences, have
gained high credit as a pioneering event. The first year of the
Respect festival in 1998, focusing on Gypsy styles, predated the
future trend of Balkan brass bands and specialized Gypsy/Roma
festivals. Since its inception, Respect has helped to pave the way
for now quite common world music events organized by other
promoters, but its adventurous programming keeps Respect

a safe distance ahead of the competition.

There is also a human aspect: the event maps music born

out of struggle in areas of conflict and also from endangered
traditions. One example: Staff Benda Bilili, a group of street
musicians from Congo, most of which are wheelchair-bound or
with other disabilities, are nevertheless one of the best current
live bands. The fact that most of the performers earn important
international prizes the year they appear at Respect is not mere
chance but the result of thoughtful programming.

The festival remains an evolving entity, mysterious and alive.

At last year's event, founder Michael March was graced with
great fortune. Media reports noted that he achieved the
impossible: the famous American writer Don DelLillo, who
usually shuns such public engagements, accepted a personal
invitation to attend this annual gathering of authors in Prague.
The festival also hosted several other key names associated
with the written word, for example, the Caribbean-based poet
and Nobel Prize laureate Derek Walcott; Pulitzer Prize-winner
Junot Diaz; the Turkish author of “The Daughters of Allah”
Nedim Girsel; and the French-language poets Michel Deguy
and Werner Lambersy. Czech authors Vladimir Paral, Tomas
Kafka and Sylva Fischerova found a world-wide audience as the
festival was broadcast live over the internet. The Spiros Vergos
Prize for Freedom of Expression was awarded to the Iraqi poet
Saadi Yousef.

art competitions in printmaking - “The Vladimir Boudnik
Award” and “The Print of the Year’, both events prepared by
Inter-Kontakt-Grafik civic association. The prestigious Vladimir
Boudnik Award for a significant contribution to the Czech art

of printmaking is granted by the City of Prague and the prize-
winner receives it from the hands of the Mayor of Prague, under
whose auspices the whole project is run.

The award is named after a pioneer of Czech modern art,

a visionary and non-conformist who formulated his idea of

art interconnected with life, as manifested in the printmaking
medium, with intransigent and truly fatal consistency in

the 1960s. Among the 17 hitherto awarded artists we can

find e.g. Alena Kucerova, Jan Kubicek, Dalibor Chatrny, Jifi

The Printmaker of the Year Exhibition presents the best of the
nationwide competition of the same name, evaluated in several
categories by a jury consisting of renowned experts.

These two exhibitions are amongst the largest and best known
surveys of contemporary art in Europe. The international public
considers the Prague Biennale to be the starting point for
getting to know the art of this region. Like the last such event,
Prague Biennale 5 and Prague Biennale Photo 2 ran from May
to September. After several years in Karlin Hall, the exhibitions
moved to a new, interesting venue, the Microna building in
Modfany. The Microna office building dates back to 1988 and
its basement houses one of the last nuclear bunkers ever built
in the Czech Republic. This impressive space was made over to
Czech art.

The most important aim of the Prague Biennale is to present,
support and promote the young Czech and Slovak art scene
within an international context. The founders’ vision is based on
the conviction that a confrontation between local and global art
is enriching to all concerned, encourages the cross-fertilisation
of ideas, and supports the contemporary art market. Thanks

to the Prague Biennale many artists from the region have
established contacts with global gallery owners and their work
has become part of the international art scene.
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Like the previous biennale, Prague Biennale 5 was devoted to

a survey of contemporary fine art in the region and offered

a broader overview of the current state of world painting.
Helena Kontova and Giancarlo Politi, founders of the Prague
Biennale and publishers of the world renowned magazine Flash
Art, were again the exhibition directors and main curators.

Prague Biennale Photo 2 is a specialised exhibition of
contemporary photography, which is divided into sections
according to provenance, as well as into documentary and
reportage photography according to concept and type. The
main curator of this year’s PB Photo was the Czech theoretician
and photographer Tomas Pospéch, in collaboration with Daniela
Dostélkova.

The organizers invited all fans of unusual cultural events to
explore the 4+4 Days in Motion festival, during which conven-
tional and unconventional venues in Prague came to life with
innovative, progressive, and often provocative artistic projects —
theatre and dance performances, concerts, exhibits, film screen-
ings, and video art. All these events had one thing in common:
they pulled visitors out of their everyday routine and brought
them closer to the latest interesting developments in contem-
porary art, both in the Czech Republic and abroad.

Prague Botanical Garden was established in 1969 and its visitors
can go through open-air exhibitions, the historical Vineyard

of St. Claire, a Japanese Garden, the Fata Morgana tropical
greenhouse and also enjoy numerous social and educational
events.

One of the most beautiful and oldest vineyards in Prague is the
Vineyard of St. Claire. Since the 13th century, it has spread out
on the southern slopes above the Troja Chateau. At present,
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this vineyard is managed by the Prague Botanical Garden. Local
wines may be tasted at the historic vineyard house next to the
vineyard, recently turned into a unique vinothéque.

Every year, the Prague Botanical Garden presents new samples
of amenities for visitors. In 2011, a modern shed was built over
an old vine-press from 1801.

A spatial wooden structure of the unusual roofing is a triangle-
shaped cut-out of a cylinder-like surface with a large radius.
This structure rises above the terrain and the vine-press, leaning
on wooden posts, covered by grape-vine. The sharp point of
the roof heads eastwards, pointing at the inbound road for
visitors, and, at the same time, serves as a pointer to a historical
object of interest. The structure is well-founded, but also
anchored to three spacious concrete footings (one cubic meter
each). A double-layered roof is completely made of wood. The
supporting structure is made of sawn and glued spruce prism
profiles, covered by a plank layer. Diagonal wind braces are
anchored by steel pins or screws. All elements are dry-bedded,
creating a spatial cylindrical surface, composed of triangular
plane segments. Teh roofing is made of wooden planks, sawn
from Western red cedar tree.

This modern shed is a well-suited companion to the Vineyard of

St. Claire — a reputable Historical Monument, protected by law,
where the distant past embraces the present day.

The Observatory and Planetarium of Prague is an educational
institution for science awareness, the tradition of which dates
back to the late 1920s, when the Prague City Hall established
Stefanik observatory.

It currently manages three centers — Stefanik observatory, Prague
Planetarium and Dablice observatory. Together with the Ceské
Budéjovice Observatory and Planetarium it also uses the Klet
Copernican Dome for professional activities.

The Prague Planetarium is the biggest and the most significant
of these buildings. The Cosmorama Hall (230 seats), with

a projection dome of 23 m in diameter, is one of the largest

in Europe. The hall is equipped with a Cosmorama projection
planetarium and support systems. Since 2009, a Skyskan Definity
digital projection system has been installed. If Cosmorama is

a time machine, the Definity is a real Stargate.

In the summer of 2011 an extensive upgrade was performed on
the Planetarium’s large foyer and surroundings. A new permanent
astronomical exhibition was also installed. In addition to the new
interactive exhibits two 4D motion simulators of surface of the
moon and Mars were installed, as was a new turnstile system.

The total value of the investment was over CZK 15 million. City
Hall contributed CZK 5 million, the rest was paid by the Prague
Observatory and Planetarium from its own resources.

The grand opening of the festival took place in the historical
Karolinum and took the form of an opening of a 9-piece inter-
generational project entitled “Reflection of totality in art and
education” by Professor Vaclav Hampl. The cooperation with
Charles University then continued with a reconstruction of

a political trial from the 1950s, worked on by students from the
Faculty of Law and led by Professor Jan Kuklik and the director
of Mene Tekel, Mgr. Jan Reficha.

According to the festival’s goal — to bring modern history
closer to the youngest generations — the organizers were
actively seeking young people of different interests. For them,
the sources of inspiration included a creative competition,
interactive programmes, screenings in the municipal library
and a series of concerts in the music club Vagon. Screenings of
historical films with expert introductions at the Aero theatre
were also part of the educational purpose of the project. The
openness of the festival toward all social and generational
structures makes this festival something extraordinary. In 2011
the visitors were introduced to the experiences of Lithuania,

Poland and Hungary through artworks, authentic meetings and

archival material.

During the festival week the visitors visited concerts, exhibitions,

autograph sessions, literary and musical evenings and many
other events showing the colorful history of our modern
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history. The organizers - the Art Without Barriers foundation,
the Confederation of Political Prisoners and the Institute of
Totalitarian Regime Studies - are registering a growing interest
in the Mene Tekel project and are already expanding the topics
beyond the European borders.

The Archdiocese of Prague, together with involved parishes,
ecclesiastical administrations, orders, religious communities,
and congregations, organised the Night of Churches 2011.

However, TINA B. is not just the festival’s mysterious patroness,
it is also an acronym for ‘This Is Not Another Biennial’ The open
nature of the festival enables it to attract thousands of visitors
through its ‘gates’ each year. In 2011 TINA B. presented the latest
art trends in new media, light art, video art, performance, and
more.

The theme of the sixth TINA B. Contemporary Art Festival was
ART - ECO - BIO. Contemporary artists all over the world have
something to say about environmental protection and they
were given space to do so at the TINA B. Festival. Artists offered
the festival’s visitors their visions of new ways of thinking about
the environment.

The festival drew participation from progressive artists from

all over the world, including the famous Chinese artist Yuan
Gong, a special guest of TINA B. 2011, and the Dutch artists Tjerk
Ridder and Peter Bijl, who came to Prague in their migrating
eco-caravan.

Allowance organization of the City of Prague | Return of the wild horses and further help for Mongolia

Prague Zoo was opened in 1931 in the district of Troja in the north
of Prague. The Zoo houses about 4 300 animals representing
around 670 species from all around the world. Prague Zoo has
contributed significantly to saving the Przewalski’s horse and Forbes
Traveler Magazine listed Prague Zoo as the 7th best in the world.

Przewalski’s Horse — the last wild horse — had become extinct in the
wild at the turn of '60s and '70s of the last century. It survived only
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in captivity, and special credit for its preservation goes to Prague
Zoo, which indeed has been maintaining the world studbook of this
species since 1959.

Since the early '90s of the last century, the reintroduction of
Przewalski's horses to Mongolia has been realised primarily under
the leadership of Western European organisations. Prague Zoo
participated in the reintroduction programmes in 1998 and 2000
by providing four horses, which were transported to the areas of
Takhin Tal and Hustain Nuruu. In the year of its anniversary, through
this successful transportation, Prague Zoo reminded us that it
belongs among the most important world zoos. At the same time,
it has embarked upon a new phase in the attempt to preserve
Przewalski's horses and their return to the wild.

In the second half of 2011, Prague Zoo focused on the realization of
a project by the Czech Development Agency aimed at helping Gobi
National Park and people who live in its vicinity. Within this project,
Prague Zoo has built guard posts, mows and garages in the parts of
the National Park where the horses stay most often. The guards can
thereby stay in the field for several days and observe the horses. By
buying off-road cars and extending the radio network, Prague Zoo
contributed to improved efficiency and work safety in the difficult
terrain of the Gobi Desert.

Shakespeare Congress
9th world congress | 17-22 July 2011

The general theme of the Ninth World Shakespeare Congress
was “Renaissance Shakespeare: Shakespeare Renaissances”.

The organisers were the International Shakespeare Association,
Charles University and the National Theatre. The principal
partners were the City of Prague and Shakespeare Birthplace
Trust. The Congress was attended by 667 Shakespeare scholars,
Elizabethan literature and theatre specialists from 38 countries.
Their lectures and papers were presented at 26 panels, 38
seminar sessions and six workshops. Plenary lectures included
those of Professor Martin Hilsky, MBE, the first translator of the
entire work of Shakespeare into Czech, Professor Stanley Wells,
CBE, The Chairman of the Trustees of Shakespeare’s Birthplace,
Professor Marjorie Garber of Harvard University and a leading
African-Canadian dramatist Djanet Sears. The Congress was
accompanied by a rich cultural programme, including two
productions of Shakespeare’s plays at the Prague Summer
Shakespeare Festival, the cultural programme prepared by the
National Theatre or the screening of Vaclav Havel's film “Leaving”

The programme was supplemented by a number of excursions
tracing the history of Anglo-Czech relations in early modern
times. The event took place under the auspices of Vaclav Klaus,
the President of the Czech Republic.
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
