The Summer Shakespeare Festival is the most famous and most
attended open-air theatre festival in the Czech Republic, and every year
its line-up is anticipated primarily due to its exceptional reputation of
quality productions. The plays of Wiliam Shakespeare, staged in the
ancient coulisse of the Burgrave Palace at the Prague Castle under
the open skies, were originally initiated in the early 1990's by President
Vaclav Havel. The Festival, that has expanded to include not only the
castle in Prague but also the castles in Brno and Bratislava, celebrated
its tenth anniversary in 2006. The productions of Othello, The Merchant
of Venice and As You Like It were attended by a record number of 65 000
spectators. That same number of people had the opportunity of viewing
the accompanying exhibit Maximal Photography (large-format snapshots
on display in the gardens of the Prague Castle) whose theme this year

PRAGUE THEATRE FESTIVAL
OF GERMAN LANGUAGE

11" year of the theatre festival
November 3 — 19, 2006

Every year the festival presents significant theatre productions from the
German-speaking countries to Czech spectators. This year the Prague
Theatre Festival of the German Language entered the second decade of
its existence. In this eleventh year two notable directors who had assis-
ted in setting-up the festival came back to Prague: Claus Peymann and
Thomas Langhoff. This year was determined by the fact that in several
theatres of the participating countries, very distinctive and at the same
time completely different productions of the best-known plays by Willi-
am Shakespeare were shown. In Prague we could thus see an excellent
staging of Shakespeare’s “Macbeth* directed by Jurgen Gosch from the
Schauspielhaus of Disseldorf, the most successful and simultaneously
the most shocking production of the year. Shakespeare plays were further
represented by two leading German-speaking theatres: the Schauspie-
lhaus of Zurich, the most famous theatre, with the production of “Othello”
directed by Hartmann, and the symbol of the post-war German theat-
re, “Berliner Ensemble®, with the production of “Schéandung” (based on
Shakespeare’s “Titus Andronicus”) directed by Thomas Langhoff. The
opening night of the festival was dedicated to the exclusive guest per-
formance by two leading lights of the German-speaking theatre culture
— Claus Peymann and “his” literary manager Hermann Beil — presenting
three one-act plays by the well-known Austrian playwright Thomas Ber-

nard. The Prague Theatre Festival of the German Language presented
also the works of the currently most noticeable director of contemporary
German theatre, Jurgen Gosch; another guest of the festival was the emi-
nent lady of the Prague German literature, the authoress Lenka Reinerova.
Traditionally within the festival the prize for the best production of an origi-
nal text in German created in the Czech Republic during the previous the-
atre season is awarded. This competition aims at supporting productions
of artistic quality by German-speaking authors in Czech theatres. This year
of the festival was accompanied by the exhibition Theatrum — Ten Years
of the Prague Theatre Festival in Photographs by Viktor Kronbauer and
Zdenek Merta.

16" year of the festival
of puppet theatre companies
November 3 — 5, 2006

One Flew over the Puppeteers’ Nest has a specific position among the nu-
merous theatre festivals (including the puppet theatre ones). It is so because
it provides annually an important confrontation of the most significant Czech
puppet productions — professional companies, amateur ensembles and inde-
pendent groups. The opportunity to see (regularly at the beginning of Novem-
ber) the most interesting and the most inspiring productions from the entire
puppet area has become an important theatrical event known not only in the
Czech Republic but also abroad. Besides this opportunity to regularly see
the top puppet production of the previous season, another key aspect is that
ensembles and companies from other Czech and Moravian cities and towns
meet in Prague. In the last years the festival regularly culminated with shows
presented by foreign guests (lvan Martinka, Michael Vogel, Andras Lénart and
in 2006 the leading American puppeteer Eric Bass).

The 16th year of One Flew over the Puppeteers' Nest, a great success with
the audience, was in 2006 organised in the Minor Theatre, and its high point
was the awarding of the prestigious prize ERIK to the winner of the theatre poll
—the Alfa Theatre from Plzen (Pilsen) for its staging of The Three Musketeers.
During the same night a ceremony took place at the occasion of publishing a
new book on puppet theatre — Czech Puppet Theatre Yesterday and Today
— providing an integral overview of the Czech puppet theatre, its history and
the present, its important personalities as well as its phenomena in English
language.

Both spectators and experts admired productions of professional com-
panies (DRAK Theatre, Naivni divadlo, Minor Theatre, Alfa Theatre),
amateur ensembles (Divadlo v Boudé from Plzer and the ensemble Tlu-
patlapa from Svitavy) and independent groups (Hana Voriskova).

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GUITAR ACROSS STYLES

9" year of the international music festival
October 15 — November 24, 2006

The “Guitar Across Styles” festival was founded in 1998. The main rea-
son to found this festival was the absence of a guitar festival in Prague,
in a city where several world famous guitarists have come from within
the last 30 years. Since guitar festivals focused exclusively on classical
music had already existed in the Czech Republic, an idea was born
to set up a festival presenting more genres played in various styles on
different types of accoustic guitars. This 9th year was again held under
the auspices of the Prague Mayor Pavel Bém. The Capital City of Prague
traditionally co-organises this significant cultural event together with the
music agency Taktika Muzika and the project founder, musician Stanislav
Barek. The main star of the 9th year of the festival, held from 15 October
to 24 November, was the phenomenal Australian guitarist Tommy Em-
manuel. By many he is considered the best current guitarist in the world;
e.g. Eric Clapton said there had not been and probably for a long time
would not be such a guitarist. Tommy Emmanuel appeared by the end
of the festival on 17 November in Palac Akropolis. The opening concert
took place traditionally in the theatre “Dejvické divadlo” and featured the
quartet of the Belgian guitarist Karim Baggili playing unconvential instru-
ments and music inspired by flamenco, jazz, Latin American rhythms
and oriental music. Seventeen concerts were organised within the festi-
val in Prague, in other cities of the Czech Republic and in Germany. The
concerts presented e.g. the German guitar duet Nassler & Schneider,
Jifi Jirmal Trio, bands Njorek and Malbrook, guitarists Tim Sparks, Peter

Binder, Norbi Kovacz or Pavel Steidl and, at the very end, the Spanish
flamenco dancer Natalia Meirifo with her ensemble together with the
Czech-Iranian Pena Flamenca.

MOZART PRAGUE 2006

Year-long celebration of the 250" anniversary
of the birth of W. A. Mozart

In 2006 the whole world was commemorating the 250th anniversary of
the birth of the musical genius Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart. In January
2006 a project was launched under the name of MOZART PRAGUE
2006 consisting of more than 250 concerts, opera performances, exhi-
bitions and music festivals, which have been presented from January to
December 2006. In the beginning of 2005 outstanding cultural instituti-
ons and organizations initiated an activity reflecting this important anni-
versary and prepared a programme, which stresses the importance and
cultural traditions connected with Mozart and Prague. The association
MOZART PRAGUE 2006 consists of 17 institutions and organizations.
They entrusted the coordination and preparation of the project to BVA
International Ltd. Due to the support of the City of Prague the big project
was made possible even without sponsors, ie. it was covered from the
sources of the individual members of the association and the City of Pra-
gue. The first important event of the Mozart year was the Gala Concert
held at the Estates Theatre on 27 January 2006, on the day of W.A. Mo-
zart's birth. The live television transmission was part of the world-wide
project ,24 hours Mozart* which was broadcast through the EBU ne-
twork. The live transmission from Prague was held after the gala concert
from Vienna and before the concert from Salzburg, which testifies to the
importance of Prague in Mozart's life and work. Every month during the
year 2006 offered numerous interesting performances, concerts, exhibi-
tions or other Mozartean events.The project was concluded by a Gala

Concert at the Smetana Hall of the Municipal House on 14 December
2006. Mozart's works were performed by the Prague Symphony Or-
chestra under conductor Jifi Kout with the soloist Eva Urbanova.

It is only appro-
priate that a city with such uniquely preserved historical architecture and
atmosphere should resound with music of various historical styles, pla-
yed on period instruments. Amalgamation of beautiful architecture and
the music of appropriate styles, performed by the world’s leading speci-
alists, is the chief prerogative of the festival. One of the general themes of
the festival is travelling in time, not only within the scope of the so-called
“Early Music”, but also in the sense of the interconnection between the
present and the past.

The dramaturgy of the
2006 festival reflected
the main musical event
of the year — the 250th
anniversary of the birth of
Wolfgang Amadeus Mo-
zart. Mozart's music was
introduced in a wide con-
text of his precursors and

contemporaries and of the various musical milieus which helped form his
unique art. The festival was part of the Mozart Prague 2006 project.

As indicated in the motto, the 7th festival evolved around the theme
of Don Juan that was extremely popular in the art of the baroque and
classicist periods.

The third year of the international festival of music films aimed at pre-
senting interesting documentaries, short and feature fims, films from the
archives and new films which stand out by their quality and original mu-
sic. The complementary programme traditionally comprises discussion
evenings with authors, workshops and live music productions. 116 films
were included in the main programme complemented by 41 video clips,
cartoons and experimental shorts. The festival and its complementary
programme were attended by around 10,000 visitors. 33 foreign guests
— directors, producers and musicians — came from different countries:
Republic of South Africa, Brazil, Canada, Malaysia or Kyrgyzstan. The
most important guests included the “godfather of world music” Simon
Broughton, the “blues professor” William Ferris, Julien Temple (the di-
rector of documentaries on the Sex Pistols, the Rolling Stones, etc.),
Alexander Hacke (@ member of the band Einstlirzende Neubauten) and
others. During the festival most of the films were presented in the Czech
premiere, three of them even in the world premiere. The main areas of
interest this year were the Republic of South Africa, Central Asia and
Jewish culture. The café of the Lucerna cinema became the centre of

the festival and turned into a lively place for discussions, meetings, con-
certs, dance and parties. The most attended event was the screening
of the classical silent film “Golem” accompanied with live score by the
Canadian hip-hoper, composer and sound wizard Socalled with other
musicians in the Lucerna cinema. Another high spot of the festival was
the screening of the South African film “Lion’s Trail” followed by the con-
cert of Jifi Pavlica, HradiStan band and the South African guitarist Ma-
dala Kunene.

-called zero year of the nascent prestigious summer jazz festival 2007
aimed at promoting the Czech jazz in confrontation with performances
by foreign artists. This 2007 festival will take place at several squares
including the Old Town Square and other open-air scenes. Complemen-
tary concerts by foreign musicians will be held in concert halls. Novem-
ber 2006 concerts took place in the halls of the popular Palac Lucerna
and the Rudolfinum. This year the Prague Jazz Week festival featured:

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PRAGUE SPRING 2006

615t season of international music festival
May 11 — June 3, 2006

The 61st season of the Prague Spring Festival, which started on 11th May
and ended on 3rd June, clearly already ranks among the most successful.
We managed to get an excellent line-up of programmes marking the an-
niversaries of Mozart and Shostakovich and the Year of Slovak Music. We
noted a record number of entirely sold-out concerts (22 in all) and the total
percentage of sold out concerts, 86 per cent, is a high number indeed.
This year was made richer with completely new projects, which at the
start seemed almost impossible to make a reality, but ultimately finished
very well. The first of them was the exhibition “Sixty Years of the Prague
Spring,” which opened in the Dining Rooms of the Municipal House du-
ring the Festival. In the four halls visitors could see a selection of photo-
graphs , a number of panels in the other rooms acquainted visitors with
the history of sixty Prague Spring, costumes from Prague Spring theatre
performances ano other items. The video projections were a great suc-
cess — people attending the exhibition could choose which documentary
or concert they wanted to watch. It turned out not to be unusual for
visitors to spend even several hours watching!

Another important project was the publication of 60 Prazskych jar (Sixty
Prague Springs). This large volume of essays and photographs, by a te-
am led by Antonin Matzner, was published during the Festival.

International Music Festival
September 12 — October 1, 2006

The International Mu-
sic Festival Prague Au-
tumn is being held yearly
between the date of Sep-
tember 12 up to October
1. It is profiled as a festi-
val of symphonic music
focused on works of the
19th and 20th Century,
since the very beginning.
At the year of 20086, the festival accomplished its 16th edition, when the
peak points of the event were created by the BBC Philharmonic, Danish
National Symphony Orchestra, Beethoven Orchester Bonn and MDR
Sinfonieorchester Leipzig. The Prague Autumn is also a great dephilé of
world known conductors as Vasily Sinaisky, Vladimir Fedoseyev, Tho-
mas Dausgaard, Roman Kofman, Carlos Kalmar and Fabio Luisi, the last
year. Among instrumentalists, we noted Mikhail Petukhov, great hornist
David Pyatt, and a great star of the word reputation, the trumpet player
Hakan Hardenberger. Unforgettable impressions were brought also by
a soprano Sally Matthews and an outstanding bass Taras Shtonda. The
16th edition of the festival has continued in approved dramaturgy of
previous years, when abroad orchestras opened the series by the works
of Smetana, Dvorék and Martin0. The last edition of the festival was

however focused on the work of Dmitry Shostakovich, not only because
of the 100th anniversary of his birth but also because of a certain debt
of Prague Autumn vis-a-vis to this genius of the world music, whose
work riches requested such an event. Prague Autumn also organised
the series of the less known composer’s works, not only in a symphonic
branch but also the music for drama, film and also operetta.

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GATHERING OF DRUMMERS 2006

5t year of the festival of rhythms
of five continents
October 4 — 14, 2006

There was a simple idea at the origin of the Gathering of Drummers:
to invite leading Czech inventive drummers on one hand and noted fo-
reign drummers of different genres, cultures and music perception on
the other hand to take part in one week’s creative workshop in order
to initiate creation of a unique work of art — a common composition to
be presented in a live concert of rhythmic instruments. The aim of the
Gathering of Drummers was to include all music genres, to bridge the
differences between cultures and creative approaches and to inspire a
sparkling atmosphere which would be brought subsequently on the sta-
ge. The first pilot festival took place in 2002 and although it was originally
designed as a one-off event, its impact was so significant that it seemed
fruitful to start organising the Gathering of Drummers regularly. The mu-
sical part of the project is guaranteed by Pavel Fajt and Alan Vitous,
two of the most reputable Czech musicians. This year the participants
included: Pavel Fajt, Milos Vacik, Alan Vitou§, Milo§ Dvoracek, Mohamed
Bangoura (Australia), Ondrej Smeykal,Yumiko (Japan), Roman Holy,
Ephraim Goldin (Canada) and others. The objective of the Gathering of
Drummers is to encourage the Czech professional musicians to get to
know the others and to cooperate as well as to meet foreign artists.
Within the European context the Gathering of Drummers goes beyond
the scope of conventional festivals and is therefore unparalleled, which

has been confirmed not only by the spectators but also by the expert
public and namely by the participating musicians themselves. Thanks
to its concept, dramaturgy and conception the Gathering of Drummers
gained an irreplaceable position within the musical map of Europe.

Every year the International Music Festival Strings of Autumn represents
an important event in the Prague cultural life.

Performances are often made to
order of the festival as unique productions, sometimes the innovative-
ness results from an unusual combination of artists coming from ap-
parently heterogeneous worlds or from an uncommon resonance with
the environment of concert halls. Three programme lines have become
characteristic for the Strings of Autumn: Inspiration, Crossover, Lumi-
naries. In ten years of its existence the festival hosted artists such as
Kronos Quartet, Hilliard Ensemble with Jan Garbarek, Miroslav Vitous,
Sharon Kam, Fazil Say, Sergey Nakaryakov, Oleg Maisenberg, Micha-
el Nyman Band, Roby Lakatos with his ensemble, Magdalena Koze-
na, Natalie Dessay, Eva Urbanova, Uri Caine, Gary Burton and many
others. This year, the Strings of Autumn presented over 60 artists from
8 countries. The concerts were held in the Rudolfinum, in the National
and Estates Theatres, in the Prague Crossroads (Church of St. Ann) and
in the Czech Museum of Music. The festival was opened on September
24 at the National Theatre by the chanson singer Ute Lemper followed
by the clarinettist Jean-Michel Penot with the Academy of Chamber Mu-
sic, the pianist and singer Aziza Mustafa Zadeh, the noted world jazz
pianist Brad Mehldau, the experimenting Czech Clarinet Quartet, the so-

prano Eva Urbanova, the virtuoso accordionist Evelyna Petrova, Ondrej
Havelka and his Melody Makers. The premiere of the stage project Don
Juan in Prague — the contemporary production of the Mozart’s opera
Don Giovanni with Iva Bittova in the star part of Dona Elvira — was car-
ried out on October 22 in the Estates Theatre. This year the Strings of
Autumn were attended by over 6,500 spectators and eight out of nine
nights were completely sold out.

The international music festival organised annually in June on the islands
and banks of the river Vitava (Moldau). The first year of the United Islands
of Prague festival was a celebration of the Czech Republic joining the Eu-
ropean Union, the second one represented searching for a platform for
conceptual development of an international music festival in the reality of
Prague. During this third year, the organisers succeeded in making another
important step in implementing the project as an important European cul-
tural event, promoting also the city of Prague. By fulfiling the dramaturgy
objectives the project became one of the leading European music festivals.
The capital of the Czech Republic may finally be proud of a big international
music festival holding the attention of the Czech public. The festival featured
over 100 bands from all over the world and most of them surpassed all
expectations. The concerts by Khaled, the trio Medeski, Martin & Wood,
Lucky Peterson, Rachid Taha, Placebo and other artists ranged among the
best in the Prague history. An important part of the project dramaturgy was
also the presence of the Czech top musicians (Michal Prokop, Dan Barta,
David Koller, etc.) and the unique performances prepared exclusively for
the UIOP 2006 (the Ecstasy of Saint Theresa, J.A.R.). Not less significant
was the scope given to young bands within the United Talents of Prague
contest. We should also stress the beneficial cooperation with many foreign
cultural centres and embassies, the start of the Byelorussian tour and the
cooperation with civil activities (Children’s Island, Café na pdil cesty /activity
for the mentally handicapped/, workshops, etc.).

ART BRUT, ABCD COLLECTION
June 14 — September 17, 2006,
Prague City Gallery, House at the Stone Bell

The biggest exhibition of art brut from the entire world has been so far
prepared by the non-profitable organisation abcd under the auspices
of the mayor of the city of Prague, MUDr. Pavel Bém for Prague City
Gallery. The exhibition, which took place at the House at the Stone Bell
from June 14th until September 17th 2006, introduced over three hun-
dred works from the most important European private collection of art
brut, abcd, constituted by the French collector Bruno Decharme. The
exhibition included not only works by the “classics,” such as Adolf Woli,
Aloise, Henry Darger or Augustin Lesage, but also creations of newly
discovered artists. Moreover, it has focused on Czech creators (Zde-
nek Kosek, Lubos Plny, Miloslava Ratzingerova, Anna Zemankova etc.)
The exhibition curators Barbara Safafova and Terezie Zeménkova have
divided the art works in three groups entitled Parallel Worlds, Metamor-
phosis of the Body and Inner Voices, supposed to map out the most im-
portant features of art brut. The artistic expression called art brut, which
refers to works by self-taught artists often creating under the influence
of mental troubles or spiritualist trance, attracts more and more attention
of international public interested in art. The exhibition was seen by more
than ten thousand visitors and it was reviewed in a number of Czech and
international newspapers (over one hundred positive reviews). abcd has
published an exhibition catalogue, which features two hundred colour
reproductions and a number of texts in Czech and English translation.

Re-
sulting pictures show segments of tennis courts with grounds in diverse co-
lours and transfers of balls leaving characteristic action tracks of the tennis
player thereon. The white sport is thus transformed, on a tennis court, into a
sports-artistic performance giving birth to specific pictures — fragments of an
artistic Grand Slam. This unusual connection of the modern plastic arts with
the phenomenon of the top level sport resulted in a new kind of magnetism
which attracted many people from the Czech Republic as well as foreign
tourists to visit the gallery.

The eighth year of the international
documentary film festival of human rights, One World, organized by the
People in Need in cooperation with Czech Television, took place in Pra-
gue from March 1st to March 9th 2006. In addition to Prague, the One
World festival took place also in 13 other cities throughout the Czech
Republic. During the festival, 118 documentary films from 40 countries
from all over the world were screened. One World also presented a num-
ber of thematic categories, retrospectives and over 50 discussions of
various foreign- political, human-rights, civil society and ecological the-
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mes. The festival, in keeping with tradition, was held under the auspices
of Vaclav Havel. One World Festival significantly contributes to the public
discussion about the role that the Czech citizen and the Czech Republic
can and should have in a globally interconnected world and in the world
in which we live in.

Festival of Czech-German-Jewish Culture
Summer part: June 13 — June 19, 2006
Winter part: December 2 — December 17,2006

This year, already the seventh in a row, of the international festival
9 bran (9 gates) offered concerts of classical music, jazz as well as tra-
ditional Jewish klezmer, theatrical performances, lectures and author
readings. The 9 bran festival systematically maps Jewish tradition not
only in the Czech Republic but also in other countries, mainly in Europe.
The main topic of this year was Jewish history and the presence of Jews
in Germany. The festival's source of inspiration is the Czech-German-
-Jewish phenomenon of the 1920s and 30s. The festival has become
a significant cultural summer event in Prague during the six years of its
existence. The festival started traditionally with an opening concert in the
Valdstejnska Garden, where Russian violin virtuoso Alexander Shonert
performed, accompanied by the Czech Chamber Philharmonic. Within
the framework of the festival, significant German groups such as the
Paul Brody Band and 17 Hippies were introduced to the Prague au-
dience. Soprano Edita Adlerova, accompanied by the Czech Clarinet
Quartet, sang her new repertoire. Due to the great success in 2005, the
closing concert inside the Spanish synagogue was again provided by
the men's chorus of the Large Synagogue in Moscow, with cantor Boris
Finkelstein. The author reading belonged to the last Czech author writing
in German and having a Jewish background, Lenka Reinerova, as well
as to the writer and journalist Benjamin Kuras. With regard to her existing

works as well as to her significant anniversary, Lenka Reinerova was
awarded the grand prize of the festival president — the Crystal Menorah
—in 2006 for her lifetime contribution to Czech-German-Jewish culture.
The winter part of the festival also took place in eight other Czech cities
in addition to Prague, where the International Film Festival 9 bran took
place. Echoes of the 9 bran festival took place in Bratislava, Berlin and
Moscow during December 2006.

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150™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE BIRTH

OF SIGMUND FREUD
11 May - 21 June, 2006

In May 2006, 150 years elapsed from the birth of a native of Moravia ha-
ving a worldwide impact, the father of psychoanalysis Sigmund Freud.
The inhabitants of the capital had the opportunity to commemorate this
important anniversary through a varied programme. Almost 7000 visi-
tors attended the exhibition “Life is But a Dream” in the Prague Old Town
Hall (11/05 — 04/06/2006), presenting the ideas and work of Sigmund
Freud. A set of activities included an exhibition of the sofas designed
and executed especially for this purpose by the students of the design
studio of the Prague Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design, by no-
ted design studios as well as independent designers. The sofas were
exhibited in different buildings in the city centre and sold by auction on
21 June. The raised money was donated to the Psychiatric Department
of the 1st Medical School of the Charles University and the General Tea-
ching Hospital; they have used it to enhance the provided care, namely
to improve equipment of psychotherapeutic rooms. Renowned sculp-
tors were addressed within the project to submit a design of a statue
of Sigmund Freud which was given a location in the city centre, in the
area of so-called “Kozi placek”. The representatives of the City, Prague
1 and the general partner chose the work of the sculptor Michal Gabriel.
The exhibition in the Old Town Hall was accompanied by lectures on life
and work of S. Freud, interpretation of dreams, dissatisfaction in culture
and topic of sexuality. Inhabitants of Prague had the opportunity to take

active part in the project on 7 June during a happening afternoon at the
Jungmann Square and the Republic Square. If they decided to express
their subconsciousness or dreams through brushes and colours by pa-
inting within the action “Paint Your Dream!”, they received a T-shirt with
the project logo. The success of the whole project has been witnessed
by more than sixty contributions dealing with individual activities and
presented in the press, on TV, radio and the Internet.

European Mobility Week 2006
September 16 — 22, 2006

EXPERIENCE A DIFFERENT PRAGUE was a week-long programme
which aimed to animate the streets of Prague and to promote quiet
and city-friendly forms of transport. EXPERIENCE A DIFFERENT PRA-
GUE was thematically set within the European Mobility Week, which is
declared by the European Commission and organised on the national
level by individual cities. The programme was based on intensive con-
ceptual, organizational and financial cooperation of various non-profit,
non-governmental organizations that gather under the name of project
Auto*Mat. The main organiser of EXPERIENCE A DIFFERENT PRAGUE
was MOTUS, the producer of ALFREDVEDVORE Theatre.

Produced by Motus, the Weekend on Car-free Smetanovo Quay was
the highlight of the week-long festival. The programme consisted of
three parts — Brunch in the Street, Children for the City and Artists for the
City — closely connected by the unified architectural design of the site.
Local cafés brought their service outdoors and thus created an improvi-
sed ,Brunch in the street”. In picnic zones, visitors were offered simple
design units to build their own picnic sites.

In this setting, the cultural programme Artists for the City took place.
Composed of various artistic genres, from theatre and music to happe-
nings and installations, the programme was created by more than 100
artists from Czech Republic and abroad.

In four workshops, placed along a discovery trail, children tried out vari-
ous ways of exploring and expressing their view on urban life. This highly
succesfull element of the programme thus found a unique way of combi-
ning useful information with creative activity and cultural experience.

It is reckoned that around 7 000 people visited the Car-Free weekend,
mostly young people and families. We consider the project very suc-
cessful and with much potential to enrich the cultural life of the city and
create a more positive attitude toward public spaces.

Since its origins, the Czech Press Photo has been designed as a com-
petitive and presentation platform for the Czech and Slovak photogra-
phy. Every year it brings independent authentic picture testimony of the
life in the Czech Republic and abroad seen by professional photo-jour-
nalists living in the Czech Republic or Slovakia. The aim of the contest
and of the exhibition, held annually since 1995, is to allow the public
to become eyewitness to the events and phenomena of the past year.
Photographers® works are assessed by an independent jury which is
modified every year. When the contest Czech Press Photo started in
1995, an idea was born to conceive one of the prizes as a creative scho-
larship which had not existed in the area of photography by then. The
auspices of the Prague Mayor and tremendous changes which Prague
was undergoing in the mid-1990s after the “Velvet Revolution” resulted
in a suggestion to set up a prize entitled the Prague Grant — one-year
scholarship designed for photographing transformations of the capital.
Each winner of the Czech Press Photo Prague Grant may freely choose
a main topic based on which he/she will document the changing face of
the city during one year. On one hand the Prague Grant helps to keep

the traces of actual changes of the city, on the other hand it encourages
photographers to follow the topics related to Prague in the long term.
And now after several years of the Grant’s existence the city council has
a representative set of photographs which allow to follow and evaluate
Prague transformations from many different points of view. This year,
the PRAGUE GRANT was awarded to Dana Kyndrova, an independent
photographer, for the project on the work of non-profit organizations
aimed at helping socially deprived people in Prague. The main prize of
the contest Czech Press Photo, the “Crystal Eye” entitled THE PHOTO
OF THE YEAR 2006, was awarded to Michal Cizek for his photo “What
next? — Negotiations of top politicians after the elections’ stalemate”.

8" year of the design days in Prague
October 3 - 8, 2006

The Designblok is an annual fair of novelties in the world design or-
ganised in form of independent exhibitions as well as presentations in
the natural environment of sales points and galleries. Events at indivi-
dual sites are organized by different entities which ensure the originality
of presentations as well as the diversity of the whole fair. The Design-
blok comprises of an additional programme focused on presentation
of young design and its confrontation within the region of Central Eu-
rope. The Designblok ‘06 was attended by almost 20,000 visitors at
various sites throughout Prague. They could visit sixteen exhibitions and
over one hundred special presentations of novelties. More than seventy
Czech novelties were presented namely in the area of interior design, but
also jewellery or fashion. All important Czech media brought information
about the Designblok. The additional programme, concentrated tradi-
tionally in the “Designblok Superstudio”, was located in the residential
complex River Diamond. The design was put in the context of real in-
teriors of the residential complex in order to comply with the main topic
of the additional programme — Housing and Home. The visitors could
vote in four categories of the Designblok Prize: the most stylish restau-
rant, the best designer, the best shop and the best corporate presenta-
tion. A traditional annual guide to Prague design — Design Guide 2007
— was published; it lists tips for design shops as well as galleries, stylish
restaurants and cafés. The section Who Is Who describes briefly the
most important contemporary Czech designers. Within the fair, a “Pro-

fessionals' Day” took place which focused on Design in Central Europe
— Situation and Development. The objective of the Professionals® Day is
an exchange of experience between design specialists and meeting of
leading lights of business, industry, creativity and theory and of design
representatives; more than forty of them, coming namely from the Czech
Republic, Austria and Slovakia, attended the conference.

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CHARLES IV
- EMPEROR BY THE GRACE OF GOD

Culture and art in the reign of the last
of the Luxembourgs 1347 — 1437
February 16 — May 21, 2006, Prague Castle

The exhibition Charles IV — Emperor by the Grace of God, Culture and Art
in the Reign of the Last of the Luxembourgs has gathered, for the first time
in modern history, the mediaeval works of art of Czech origin created in the
reign of Charles IV and his sons Wenceslas IV and Sigismund of Luxem-
bourg. It exhibited an extraordinary set of artworks — 216 exhibits loaned by
96 galleries, museums and private collections in 11 countries. With respect
to the selected exhibits and their artistic and historic value the exhibition
became a completely unique event in the history of Czech exhibitions. This
rare project was created in cooperation of the Prague Castle Administration
and the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York where the exhibition entit-
led “Prague — the Crown of Bohemia” was held from 20 September 2005 to
3 January 2006 and aroused tremendous interest of the public. In connecti-
on with the exhibition, an International Scientific Symposium discussing the
role of the Luxembourg dynasty in Central Europe took place in Prague on 9
—13 May 2006. Varied complementary programme of the exhibition Charles
IV — Emperor by the Grace of God offered concerts, theatre performances,
complementary exhibitions, Children Centre or construction of a replica of
a mediaeval crane using the period technology. During the exhibition, five
documentaries of the Capital City of Prague were screened; they showed
the Prague Architectural Reserve, restoration of the coronation cross of

Charles IV and reconstruction of the Charles Bridge. The exhibition Charles
IV — Emperor by the Grace of God presented to the public the artistic legacy
of a European dynasty whose name would be forever linked to Prague and
Bohemia and thus reconstructed the rich mosaic of art produced in Prague
under the Luxembourgs. The appealing topic, a vast campaign and the ex-
tent of the complementary programme made the exhibition one of the year’s
major cultural events.

3 year of the international meeting
of the new circus, theatre, music and visual arts
August 21 — September 3, 2006

The festival “Letni Letnd” (Summer Letnd) presents annually the most
interesting events in the field of new circus, movement theatre, clow-
ning and visual arts. This 3rd year was organised from 21 August
to 3 September 2006 in Prague at several venues: in the traditional area
of the Letna Park between the Hanavsky Pavilion and Kramar‘s Villa, at
the Letna Grounds (show of the ensemble Malabar) and in the city centre
(opening actors’ parade, 2 street parades of Malabar). The festival site
with big and small circus tents, a bar, a place for an orchestra, a caba-
ret and children shows attracted this year over 6,500 spectators. There
were 83 performances and 8 concerts in total. The main stars drawing
the biggest attention of the audience included the French ensemble Ma-
labar presenting the show “Helios II”, the French ensemble Cirque Trot-
tola in its own circus tent and the French performer and director Gulko
with the ensemble Cahin-caha. More companies were invited such as
Divadlo bratfi Forman( (Brothers Forman’s Theatre), Vosto5, the Minor
Theatre, the ANPU Theatre, Teatr Viti MarCika, Vaclav Strasser, Skutr
and Rosta Novak, Bilbo Compagnie, Wings etc. A part of the celebrati-
ons of 50 years of the Czechoslovak mime (“Mimraj 2006”) and a theatre
parade took place within the festival. Again, great attention was paid to
children and parents — there were 3 shows for children daily and children
could take part in graphic activities such as creation of the so-called

Happy Fence, making of masques, drawing etc. The programme for
children aroused tremendous interest and was a great success. Thus,
this 3rd year of “Letni Letnd” became an important event exceeding the
city limits of Prague, which was documented by many reports, reviews
and other responses in the media.

The two-day festival Mezi Ploty (between fences) annually presents a rich
cultural program — music, theatre, movies, art workshops, a fair and more
— to the unconventional environment of the Psychiatric Clinic in Prague
- Bohnice. Since its beginning, the purpose of the festival has been to
attract public attention to the subject of mental illnesses that are often
demonized or the subject of a taboo. Running the festival in the clinic area
helps to break down the barriers between the public and patients. By its
size, the Mezi Ploty festival ranks among the most substantial and most
extensive cultural artistic exhibitions taking place in the Czech Republic.
Theatre and music predominate in the Mezi Ploty festival‘s program, but
there's also space for fine art and other artistic disciplines. Together with
professional and amateur ar-
tists, groups of the handicap-
ped also make their appearan-
ce here, giving them a chance
to present the results of their
artistic effort to a broad public
audience. Within the framework
of the festival's program, even
psychiatry as such is not overlo-
oked. Visitors entering so-called

psychotherapeutic pavilions can
be introduced to the techniques
of art-therapy, music-therapy,
drama-therapy, etc., with the
attendance of many top specia-
lists of the Czech association for
mental health.

8th year of the international folklore festival

The international folklore festival Prague — the Heart of the Nations was
founded in 1999 thanks to assiduous efforts of ethnic clubs and asso-
ciations in Prague. The artistic guarantor of this project has been, since
its origin, the association of citizens Limbora. This multicultural project
has been searching for what unites the nations and ethnic groups, for
the harmony of the contrast. Besides traditional programmes such as
ethnic music, dances, sacred music and singing, the festival also inclu-
des the show of national costumes, exhibitions, workshops, crafts and
the dance house (dance school). The majority of programmes take place
at the Old Town Square and in the theatre Na Vinohradech. Multiethnic
concerts and meetings are organised in different parts of the city. The
festival is annually attended by about 500 participants from 20 groups
coming from more than 10 countries. The admission for thousands of
spectators and visitors, except in the theatres, is free. This year, Prague
inhabitants could enjoy beautiful expressions of the folk art of the Czech,
Bulgarian, Slovakian, Polish, Serbian, Russian, Ruthenian, Ukrainian,
Hungarian, Greek, Romany and Moravian folklores. The festival Prague
— the Heart of the Nations is the biggest project of ethnic associations
and activities in the Czech Republic. Each festival concert confirms that
music, songs and dance are the universal language helping to unders-
tand when words are not enough.

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SAINT WENCESLAS FESTIVAL

15" year of the international festival of sacred arts
September 17 — 28, 2006

Since the origin of this festival, its mission has been to present sacred
music in high interpretation quality. This year, St. Wenceslas Festival was
accompanied by several important anniversaries. First of all, this festival
has been a part of the autumn cultural events in and outside Prague for
15 years. This year’s varied programme comprised of concerts, an exhi-
bition, a film screening, an excursion and traditional vespers and divine
services on the days of SS Ludmila and Wenceslas. At the occasion of
this year’s 450" anniversary of arrival of the Jesuit Order in Bohemia, the
opening concert was dedicated to the music of those composers whose
artistic activities were closely connected with the worldwide Society of
Jesus. The festival programme also paid attention to important musical
anniversaries, and, therefore, neither the works of the brilliant composer
W. A. Mozart (the closing concert) nor the life and work of K. B. Kopfi-
va, the representative of the unique composers' region of Citoliby (the
excursion) could go unnoticed. The exhibition of graphic works and an
evening with poetry focused on the artistic activities of the Czech artist,
poet and translator Bohuslav Reynek. The project of the French organist
Vincent Rigot and the young female chamber ensemble Schola Bene-
dicta in the Church of Our Lady before Tyn offered an interesting syn-
thesis of a Gregorian chant, a mediaeval composition for several voices
and organ compositions from the 16th — 20" centuries. During the five
noon recitals the enthusiasts of the Tyn’s organ could enjoy the sound
of this instrument of an excellent make. High interpretation quality was

provided thanks to participation of excellent Czech and foreign artists
and ensembles such as the baritone Roman Janal, the soprano Simona
Houda-Saturova, the organists Jaroslav Ttima, Andreas Schréder and
Vincent Rigot, the pianist Karel Ko8arek, the conductor Leo$ Svarovsky,
Collegium 1704 headed by Vaclav Luks, and others. During the fifteen
years of its existence, the St. Wenceslas Festival has brought many in-
teresting and unique works to concert stages, has attracted a specific
group of spectators, and — the most important — has gained an irrepla-
ceable position among other festivals.

DANCE PRAGUE 2006

18" year of the International Festival of
Contemporary Dance and Movement Theatre
June 2 — 28, 2006

The International Festival of Contemporary Dance and Movement
Theatre TANEC PRAHA 2006 attained at its eighteenth “birthday” the
highest attendance ever. In six Czech cities it welcomed over 9 thou-
sand spectators. The high spots of the festival, held from 2 to 28 June,
included the performance of the Granhoj Dans (DK) or the Delfos Con-
temporary Dance Company (MEX). For the first time, the festival opened
its gates to the new project entitled the European Dance Laboratory:
12 shorter performances from ten European countries were presented
during four composed nights. The Czech and Slovak dance works were
represented by a series of successful shows of the last season. Two
final nights at the Prague SAZKA Arena offered spectacular experience.
Compania Nacional de Danza (ESP) of the world-famous choreographer
Nacho Duato, a long-term member of the Kylian’s NDT, aroused such
an immense interest that the auditorium capacity was increased and
each of the nights was attended by nearly 3,000 spectators. Within the
closing ceremony of the TANEC PRAHA 2006 festival, the “Cena Sazky”
(“Sazka Prize”; including CZK 400,000 provided for a new production)
was awarded for the “discovery in the field of dance” in 2006 to Jaro
Vinarsky for the choreography of “Posledny krok pred” (“The Last Step
Forward”). For the first time a Prize for Interpretation was awarded; it
was presented to Lea Capkova. Within the festival site-specific project,
Dancing Cubes were constructed at the Palach Square. People passing

through the area in front of the Rudolfinum between 9 and 22 June thus
became spectators and could watch the evening screening and live per-
formances daily. In the next year of Tanec Praha, the contemporary dan-
ce will be presented for the first time accompanied by a live orchestra on
the stage in Sazka Arena. The Compagnie Marie Chouard from Cana-
da with the Czech Radio Symphonic Orchestra will appear on 13 and
14 June 2007 with e.g. a completely new version of the Rite of Spring.
